The most important aspect of any business relationship is communication. Today our world
seems to develop into a really global marketplace, there are more and more international firms and
organizations that deal with other companies throughout the world. The aim of the article is to study the
nature of cross-cultural communication and the intercultural skills that can be useful in any kind of
international business relationship. So it is very important to communicate the right way with the
representatives of different cultures and nations as the simplest mistakes can cause terrific problems in
understanding. There are many scientists and economists who worked at the field of business
communication. Among the foreign scholars we can name Fred Luthans, Larry A. Samovar, Margaret H.
De Fleur and many others. The native scientists who devoted their works to the subject of business
communication are N. Formanovskaya, V. Goncharov, N. Moskovcev, V. Derkachenko etc. Analyzing
business as the sphere of social relations psychologists believe that success here depends on 85 % on
the person's ability to communicate [1, p. 16]. While communicating we use together with some logical
tools things we don't often really understand and pay attention to. Among such subconscious
phenomena we can point out the first type of communication which is non-verbal. It can be defined as
"nonword human responses and the perceived characteristics of the environment through which the
human verbal and nonverbal messages are transmitted” [2, p. 471].

Non-verbal communication differs from verbal one in some fundamental ways. For one thing, it is
less structured, that makes it more difficult to study. Some types of non-verbal communication, such as
the meaning of colors and certain gestures, can vary from culture to culture. Thus, it becomes obvious
that learning, understanding and following the traditions of different cultures make it much easier to find
the right direction in communication with their representatives. While words can carry just the message,
non-verbal communication expressed by intonation, gestures, and even facial movements can let the
opponent know the attitude of the person. Also it helps to establish credibility and leadership potential in
business. For successful communication all the forms must be paid much attention to. More thoroughly
we come to the approach that there are no forms of communication to be omitted. We come across the
idea that all the forms must be used to get better and more completed results of communication and
transferring thoughts and information.

Culture surrounds us all the time. A person may not realize it, but he constantly belongs to
several cultures. Making attempt to explain what exactly culture is we can define it as a system of shared
symbols, beliefs, attitudes, values, expectations, and norms for behaviour. Thus all members of any
culture have and tend to act on similar assumptions about how people should think, behave and
communicate. Cultures may vary widely. It is no wonder that most of us need special training before we
can become comfortable with a culture that differs from our own. And it is apparent that any business
person dealing with a foreign partner for successful communication must first of all pay attention to the
cultural sphere his partner belongs to. Accepting the regulations of the partner's culture it is always
easier to build and correct the process of negotiations that way that the partner feels more comfortable.

When there appears the necessity to deal with foreign partners a manager has to learn about
another culture, and there are two main approaches to choose. The first one is to learn as much as
possible — the language, cultural background and history, social rules, and so on — about the specific
culture expected to deal with. The other one is to develop general skills that will help to adapt in any
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culture. To become a successful multicultural communicator Margaret H. De Fleur proposes a set of
guidelines for achieving maximum results:

1. Recognize that every individual has emotions, needs, and feelings that are as sensitive as
yours.

. Try to understand the cultural norms of the partner who you communicate with.
. Respect the customs and traditions of the others.

. Listen actively in a co-cultural communication encounter.

. Learn to cope with uncertainty.

. Avoid stereotyping people who are different from you.

. Be aware of your own ethnocentrism [3, p. 240].

The more differences there are between the people who are communicating, the more difficult it
is to communicate effectively. Among the main problems in cross-cultural business communication the
scientists circle out language barriers, cultural differences, and ethnocentric attitude. More significant
problems arise in forms of written communication that require translation.

As it was stated above, misunderstandings are especially likely to occur when the partners who
are communicating have different cultural backgrounds. For example, one side of negotiations makes a
message in one context, using assumptions common to people in his or her culture. The other side of
negotiations decodes the message using absolutely different set of assumptions. The result is confusion.
Such problems arise because of our unconscious assumptions and non-verbal communication patterns.
Often the fact that people from different cultures differ from each other in many ways is ignored.

According to the recommendations of scholars such as I. Kuznetsov, V. Goncharov, V. Suharev
and others it is possible to circle out certain rules to follow while communicating: try to eliminate "noise™;
look for feedback; rephrase your sentence when necessary; use objective, accurate language; let other
people finish what they have to say [4, p. 96]. Culture and communication are inseparable. Culture
influences the way people behave, the language they use and the gestures they employ. In its turn, all
this makes an impact on the traditions of dealing with business partners. That's why in recent years the
interest of communication theorists, scholars, scientists, and researchers was engaged with cross-
cultural communication. Anyway, when engaging in any form of communication, a speaker must take into
account the possibilities of misunderstanding. That's why it is so important for a business person to
develop skills with the help of which it becomes possible to control and correct the communicational
situation with cross-cultural partners. Nowadays, intercultural communication difficulties have become a
source of misunderstanding in business relations of our multicultural world society.

The process of globalization makes modern businessmen pay more attention to developing skills
of running a business with foreign partners. That's why the ideas on both organizational behaviour and
norms of communication stated in the article have become one of the most essential approaches to the
successful running of business in the modern world community.

GROWTH OF INFLATION IN UKRAINE (2008 — 2009)

Annotation. The influence of inflation on Ukrainian economy is considered. The growth of inflation
rate during crisis time is analyzed.

Key words: inflation, level of prices, inflation rate, core and non-core inflation.

In economics, inflation is a rise in the general level of prices of goods and services in an economy
over a period of time. That is why the novelty and topicality of this theme is evident. When the price level
rises, each unit of currency buys fewer goods and services; consequently, inflation is also erosion in the
purchasing power of money — a loss of real value in the internal medium of exchange and the unit of
account in the economy. Thus the aim of this article is to study how price inflation influences the inflation
rate and the annualized percentage change in a general price index (the Consumer Price Index) over
time [1].

Ukraine had harder times in 2009 than any other country in the region. It entered the last year in
recession and the prospects for growth in the second half of the year depended heavily on the processes
which took place in global economy. In general, the economy remains more resistant to external shocks,
as it is relatively well diversified by Eastern European standards and the large consumer base help.
However, public finances were in mess and monetary policy was weak. The banking system was also
teetering on the brink of collapse in late 2008 when the National Bank of Ukraine had to resort to
administrative measures to prevent bank distrust and a total meltdown. The crisis was feeding through
into the retail sector by the end of 2008 as retail turnover fell by 1.1 % in November after growth by 16 %
the month before, bringing a consumer boom that had been running for years to an end. An emergency
$16.5bn loan from the International Monetary Fund, the inflation dynamics in 2008 were unsteady —
considerable acceleration in the January-June of 2008 (up to 31.1 % in the year terms) was replaced by
further slow down (to 22.3 %) [2].

In December, however, the trend of inflation reduction suspended. In the 1st quarter of 2009, the
largest contribution to the growth of prices was made by the core inflation (4.1 %). The rich agricultural
crop harvest of the previous year facilitated reduction in prices for raw materials — their input made only
1.0 % Resumption of growth in the prices for fuel (by 19.2 %) is caused by their contribution to the
general growth of prices at the level of 0.2 %. During this period the inflation of administratively regulated
goods and services, even taking into account the growth of prices for imported gas under the conditions
of hryvnia devaluation, increased only by 3.9 % thanks to the artificially restrained prices for this category
of goods [3].

Considering low business activity in the economy and stabilization of hryvnia exchange rate to the
US dollar, the annual growth of core inflation in January — June had been slowed down by 1.9 % to 19.4 %.
Since the beginning of the last year, narrow core inflation had gone up by 9.1 % as a result of hryvnia
devaluation exchange rate in the 4th quarter of 2008. At the same time, stabilization of hryvnia exchange
rate to main world currencies became the key factor of slowing down inflation rate in the 2nd quarter of
2009 from 17.5 % to 16.9 %. Non-core inflation which is characterized by expenditure inflation had
declined from 13.8 % since the beginning of this year to 10.4%. In the first half of 2009 the biggest price
hike had affected alcoholic beverages and tobacco products (by 23.6 %) because of the increase of
excise duty, and the healthcare sphere (by 20.8 %): first of all pharmaceutical products, medical
products and equipment (by 28.8 %). Transportation fares had grown by 13 %, mostly because of the
growth of fuel and lubricant prices by 33.8 %. Household appliances and goods and housing and utility
tariffs had grown by 10.9 % [4].

Despite the growth of producer price index by 4.2% in January — June 2009, in year-on-year
terms the PPl growth rate had become negative (-0.9 %) for the first time since March 2002. The
industries which checked deceleration of PPl growth rate in the first half of 2009 were food industry (a
12.2 % growth during the first 6 months) and coke and oil derivatives production (a 10.0 % growth during
the first 6 months); these industries had contributed 1.7 p.p. and 0.8 p.p., respectively, to the growth of
industrial inflation in January—June 2009. At the same time, prices associated with non-energy minerals
production had decreased during this period (by 5 % during the first 6 months, contribution to the growth
of industrial inflation: -0.3 %).

In conclusion it may be said that Ukraine had the highest rate of inflation in Europe in 2008 and
demonstrated the sharpest slowdown of all the countries in Eastern Europe in 2009. The Cabinet of
Ministers released its macroeconomic forecast for 2010, projecting real annual GDP growth of 3 %.
These numbers are based on the Economy Ministry's optimistic scenario and assume an improvement in
foreign demand and effectiveness of the government's anti-crisis measures.

THE KEY INSTRUMENTS OF UKRAINIAN
TAX SYSTEM OPTIMIZATION

Tax optimization is an instrument for economically active tax-payers who are ready to consider
any legally available means to enhance effectiveness of their business and increase profits. Production
as well as business activity becomes more active and shows an increase compared to former years. The
aim of this article is to present the key text instruments used now to help companies to increase levels of
their development and development of national economy. One of the ways of improving company’s
efficiency, fastening its development and strengthening its financial conditions is tax optimization both in
internal and external transactions.

The key elements of national tax systems are the nationality of the company taxpayer, the place it
resides or residence, source of taxpayer’s income or a combination of these elements.

Taxpayers who earn income in two or more countries face the problem of dual taxation. It is now
the practice to provide relief from double taxation. Relief may take the form of an exemption, a credit, or
a deduction

Tax avoidance involves efforts by individuals and companies to take advantage of loopholes in
the tax laws or, where some doubt exists as to the interpretation of a tax law, to benefit from that doubt;
tax evasion is considered to be deliberate and illegal nonpayment of taxes. The former is legal, if
sometimes only "technically” legal; the latter is illegal. The dividing line between the two, however, is
seldom clear. Tax avoidance can easily become tax evasion, or vice versa

Usually company may lessen its payments through transactions between parent and subsidiaries
using transfer pricing. Tax authorities commonly approach problem of transfer pricing by assessing the
profits earned by affiliated enterprises from international transactions between themselves on the basis
of the arm’s length principle. Another approach to countering transfer pricing is used in California (the
taxing entity that originated the approach) and some 10 other states of the United States. It is known as
the unitary business rule, and it taxes multinational enterprises on a percentage of their worldwide
income, regardless of where it is earned or by whom.

Treaty shopping — a taxpayer "shops” for countries with beneficial tax treaty provisions, then sets
up subsidiary enterprises in those countries to take advantage of their treaties. Treaty shopping involves
two basic situations: the use of "direct conduit companies” and the use of "stepping-stone conduit
companies.” Both involve taxpayers who take advantage of tax treaties that were not meant to apply to
them [1; 2].

Countries or territories that provide a refuge from taxes for a) taxpayers themselves, b) the
taxpayers' income, or c) the taxpayers' capital and other assets are known as tax havens. Commonly,
tax havens not only impose few if any taxes, they also have secrecy laws that forbid foreign governments
from obtaining information about the ownership of particular assets, as well as rules that allow for the full
and complete transfer and exchange of currencies.

The problems presented by double taxation — as well as other problems that arise from tax
incentives, tax avoidance, and tax evasion — can deal with unilaterally or through the use of reciprocal tax
treaties. The OECD and the UN model treaties differ in their approach to determining the income that
may be attributed to a permanent establishment. The UN model allows profits to be attributed from a
wider range of sources than does the OECD model by following what is known as the force-of-attraction
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rule. Nowadays there are 43 conventions between Ukraine and countries of the world on the relief from
double taxation. Procedure of using this or that advantage of certain Convention has become recently
more or less clear only for income of nonresidents with the source from Ukraine. And speaking about
income received from abroad by residents of Ukraine, one may say that there is a big "procedural gap”,
which may cause a number of difficulties in their practical implementation.

Ukrainian legislation tends to put barriers on leaks of capital abroad, in particular, to tax havens
territories, but it is made very roughly with violating of international treaties of Ukraine and main
principles of international taxation. These norms should be demolished and national legislation should be
corrected with correspondence to norms of international treaties.

Current state of national industry is characterized by global changes and reconstructions. Due to
different factors lots of enterprises have stopped their activity or went bankrupt, others faced serious
problems and are threatened by the perspective of decline.

One of the factors that destroys economy of Ukraine and reduces GDP is the growing amount of
foreign commodities coming from abroad that consequently decreases domestic products in the market.

The topicality of this article consists in revealing new tendencies of using reengineering under the
world’s financial crisis.

The main goal of this article is to examine reengineering as a way out of industrial crisis in
Ukraine, to assess advantages and disadvantages of the theory.

The object of the article is correlations and dependences between the elements of business
process and their changes in the context of reengineering theory.

This happens mainly because of the old management and control methods in Ukrainian economy
though the economic strategy of the country has been changed as it has adopted a market type of
economy.

Business process reengineering began as a private sector technique to help organizations
fundamentally to rethink how they do their work in order to dramatically improve customer service, cut
operational costs, and become world-class competitors. A key stimulus for reengineering has been the
continuing development and deployment of sophisticated information systems and networks. Leading
organizations are becoming bolder in using this technology to support innovative business processes,
rather than refining current ways of doing work. Business process reengineering is also known as BPR,
Business Process Redesign, Business Transformation, or Business Process Change Management.

The main proponents of reengineering were Michael Hammer and James A. Champy. They claim
that it is far more efficient to appoint a team which is responsible for all the tasks in the process.
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There are many definitions of this method. According to domestic and foreign experts
reengineering is the fundamental rethinking and radical redesign of business processes to achieve
dramatic improvements in critical contemporary measures of performance, such as cost, quality, service,
and speed. It is the process, which encompasses the envisioning of new work strategies, the actual
process design activity, and the implementation of the change in all its complex technological, human,
and organizational dimensions. It is characterized by: orientation on the processes; great targets;
breaking the rules; creative using IT.

Generally any changes at the enterprise require tremendous efforts, but gradual changes can
lead to minor increase of productivity from 5 up to 10 %.

Reengineering recognizes that an organization's business processes are usually fragmented into
subprocesses and tasks that are carried out by several specialized functional areas within the
organization. Often, no one is responsible for the overall performance of the entire process.

BPR, if implemented properly, can give huge returns. It has helped giants like Procter and
Gamble Corporation and General Motors Corporation to succeed after financial drawbacks due to
competition. Providing such way of changes has saved General Motors 10 to 25 % on support costs, 3 to
5 % on hardware, 40 to 60 % on software licensing fees.

The main point of reengineering is core rebuilding. It means to gap a precipice in one leap. It’'s a
shock therapy for the companies, that's why a 50 — 70 % of them fail in providing reengineering. But a
part, which decided to cross the Rubicon, achieved great results.

The main principles in basis of reengineering are: some work procedures are coped into one;
process steps are carried out at the natural order; work is carried out at a place, where it is expedient;
quantity of checks and government influence decreases; control decreases, but responsibilities
increases; education is more important than present experience; efficiency of employees and their
remuneration is defined by results; managers are transformed to tutors. At first reengineering defines
what company must do, then how to achieve it. Nothing is taken on trust, existing state of affairs is
ignored and all attention is concentrated on what it should be.

The conclusion is that reengineering means implementation of new technologies at the Ukrainian
enterprises which enables then to optimize business process and make workers’ labour more effective.
Reengineering is also very effective and useful for young specialists who can develop their new ideas
and can observe business cycle from their "fresh” point of view.

Providing reengineering at Ukraine enterprises can achieve great results under the financial crisis.
Experience of such well known companies as American Airlines, Ford Motor Company, Kodak, Motorola
will help us to understand, how this method of changes works and which successes we can use at our
domestic enterprises.

Reengineering is a radical, but effective way of changes, because it opens new opportunities,
abilities and even new enterprise potential, giving a new turn in development.

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This article is devoted to the mortgage lending of Ukraine and its development. The topic is cho-
sen because the mortgage lending is an important type of credit nowadays. That’s why novelty and topi-
cality are evident.

Many families in Ukraine would like to buy new houses. But housing is very expensive. Thus,
most families can only afford new houses, if they acquire a non-expensive loan. This loan is called the
mortgage. Mortgage lending is of crucial importance for the economic development of a country. The
problem is that the mortgage market is not well developed in Ukraine.

The analysis of last researches show that the mortgage market of Ukraine is one of the most
dynamic and promising lending segments that has been steadily growing for five successive years. There
are many economists who work under the same problem. They are: Yuriy Skoloyiany, Dyadko Yevhenia,
Yuriy Gusev, Margarita Ormotsadz, Dmitriy Grinkov and others. They are finding the ways of this
problems solving.

The aim of our work is consideration of preconditions and conditions of development of mortgage
crediting in Ukraine. And the objectives of this article are to describe the main categories of the mortgage
and its types and actually the real situation in the mortgage market. The author used descriptive and
statistic methods in her investigation.

The main theoretical aspects of the mortgage terminology are:

1. Property is the physical residence being financed.

2. Mortgage is the second component. It is the security interest of lender in the property.

3. A borrower is the person who borrows money either has or is creating property interest.

4. A lender is usually a bank or other financial institution. Lenders may also be investors who own
an interest in the mortgage through a mortgage-backed security.

5. Interest is also an important component. It is a financial charge for use of the lender's money.

Governments usually regulate many aspects of mortgage lending, either directly through legal
requirements, for example or indirectly, through regulation of the participants or the financial markets,
such as the banking industry, and often through state intervention.

The conditions of a mortgage market development began with the privatization of housing at the
time of the Soviet Union breakup. The Ukrainians could privatize the apartments or houses in which they
had registered residence [1].

Mortgages first became significant in the banking sector in 2002. At the time, six commercial
banks participated in the mortgage market. These banks did not extend credit beyond five years and the
rates fluctuated from 14 — 18 % annually for dollar credit and over 25 % for hryvnia credit annually [2].

The reasons for the prevalence of dollar loans include familiarity with the currency and it’s
availability.

At present, nearly 100 banks in Ukraine offer mortgages. Now about 85 % of Ukrainian
residences are private. The mortgage market is developing rapidly at the same time with its growth.
Currently, more than 50 % of new housing sales are financed through mortgages. But real estate prices
have been rising dramatically. This is vividly marked in Kiev, the capital of Ukraine, where prices have
risen by 35 — 37 % during the past six months and 250 % during the past three years, often exceeding
€1600 per square metre. The Crimean sea resort of Yalta is another "hot spot”, and most market
analysts predict a continued rise of prices of the country's real estate [3].

In April 1, 2008, the total mortgage indebtedness was estimated at $685m, nowadays this sum is
rising.

Several factors slow the growth of the mortgage market. They are: legal inconsistencies, land use
rules and poor municipal services, lack of information about credit histories.

Another factor influencing mortgage is a shortage of mortgage capital. Ukrainian banks finance
the majority of mortgage loans from their own deposits, which are in short supply. Some banks have
started issuing bonds, but mortgage-based securities are in their infancy. Similarly, a secondary market
for mortgages is almost non-existent.

Since the main national mortgage law has only been adopted for less than two years, there has
not been enough time to judge whether it is working effectively in default situations.

In conclusion, the author would like to say, that, despite of all these conditions, the Ukrainian
mortgage market appears to be an attractive alternative for mortgage investors and has a great potential,
but now it has not been well developed. And government must provide active stimulative policy to
support mortgage market in Ukraine.

The fact that insurance is much less talked about than other financial institutions (such as banks)
doesn't reflect its real meaning. The existence of a sound insurance market is an essential component of
any successful economy and the proof of this can be seen in many parts of the world. This fact
determines the novelty and topicality of this article.

Many writers on economic history and the history of insurance comment on the link between a
sound insurance market and industrial development. Mehr and Commack, the American scientists who
studied the problem of insurance, in their book "Prinsiples of Insurance” explained that the rise of Britain
as a great trading nation and the fact that it had good fire insurance facilities during the same period has
no coincidence [1].

The insurance companies throughout the world not only protect their clients against risks, but also
act as an accumulator of investment funds. So it is necessary to develop the insurance market in our
country in order to provide the successful development of the economy. That is practical application of
such a research.

To understand the features of the insurance business in Ukraine first of all let us consider the
legislative base of insurance in Ukraine. The relationships in the area of insurance in Ukraine are
regulated by the Law of Ukraine "On Insurance”. According to the Law insurance is a kind of civil and
legal relationships related to protection of property interests of individuals and legal entities once
insurance cases occur, envisaged by insurance agreements, at the account of monetary funds, formed
by means of conducting insurance payments by individuals and legal entities (insurance fees and
premiums) [2].

When you buy an insurance contract the major consideration should be the financial stability and
strength of an insurance company.

Insurance companies may be classified into two groups:

1. Life insurance companies, which sell life insurance, annuities and pensions products.

2. Nonlife, General, or Property/Casualty insurance companies, which sell other types of insurance [3].

Insurance can be voluntary or obligatory. Voluntary insurance is performed on the basis of
agreement between the insured and the insurer. Obligatory insurance is established by laws of Ukraine.
State supervision over insurance activity within the territory of Ukraine is exercised by the authorized
body and its bodies in regions [2].

The potential of Ukraine's insurance market is relatively high, but today there are no the
necessary conditions for its development. There are several reasons why. Firstly, the state does not
have a clear idea of an efficient insurance system model. This trend is often based on incompatible
interests, making it difficult to predict the main market development tendency.

Secondly, there are no legally fixed rules and mechanisms of the insurance market activity. For
instance, legislation does not provide a clear definition for different kinds of insurance; in the medical
insurance sector standards for illness and treatment methods require a clearer definition.

Thirdly, state control mechanisms over the insurance business are unstable and ineffective. This
is proved out by the liquidation of the Insurance Business Control Committee, with its functions being
assigned to two divisions of the Financial Institutions and Markets Department at the Ministry of Finance
of Ukraine.

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Fourthly, the population has no insurance tradition. People lack of information, that is why the
demand for insurance services remains low.

The strategic goal of the insurance system reform is to implement the Western model while taking
into account specific features intrinsic to Ukraine. We can divide this goal into three main directions:
legislation, tax regulation, and strict delimitation of functions of the state and insurance market operators.
The state should concentrate on obligatory insurance, involving budget payments, and exercise control
over the insurance business.

There are some associations of insurers in Ukraine such as Ukrainian medical insurance office,
the Marine Insurance Bureau of Ukraine, The League of Insurance Organizations of Ukraine and others.
Associations of the insurance market participants are very important for realization of the development
program of the insurance in Ukraine. Solving their corporate tasks they create a professional
environment, make and provide the standards of insurance business [4].

Thus in this work the author considered the main peculiarities of the Ukrainian insurance market
and also in brief the essence of insurance, the classification of insurance companies and their role in the
economy of a country.

In conclusion it must be said that the problems of insurance in Ukraine are caused first of all by
four major reasons. They are: absence of a clear model of efficient insurance system; lack of clear
determination in the legislative base; unstable and ineffective state control mechanisms; absence of an
insurance tradition in society and, as a result insufficient demand for insurance services.

Now every country has its own central bank which performs particular functions. It plays a special
role in economy. The central bank is a centre of co-ordination and regulation of monetary and credit sys-
tem of the country. Thus the novelty and topicality of this topic is evident.

The National Bank of Ukraine is the major link of the banking system of the state. It operates as a
central bank in Ukraine. The National Bank of Ukraine ensures the stability of Ukraine's monetary unit
[1]. The aim of our work is to show the ways of solving a lot of problems in the work of the NBU and the
banking system of Ukraine as a whole. The main objectives of our work are to consider the structure of
the NBU, investors’ distrust to banking system, instability of national monetary unit, overcoming of high
rates of inflation.

This topic is examined by such great economists as: A. Petrik, S. Quinn, W. Roberds, Steven M.
Sheffrin, Thomas E. Woods and other.
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Central banks of the most developed countries have usually issues the country's currency and
holds the reserve deposits of other banks in the country. A central bank, or a reserve bank is a banking
institution granted the exclusive privilege to lend a government its currency. It also either initiates or car-
ries out the country's monetary policy, including keeping tables on the money supply. The main function
of any central bank is providing financial stability. There are many other equally important functions [2, p. 6].

In Ukraine the National Bank of Ukraine is the single issuing center of the country, the state organ
of monetary and foreign exchange regulation and banking supervision.

Legal status, principles of organization and activities of the National Bank of Ukraine are deter-
mined by the Constitution of Ukraine and the Law of Ukraine "On the National Bank of Ukraine™” [3]. The
NBU is a legal entity with separated property, which is the object of the state property. Its authorized
capital amounts to UAH 10 million and is the state-owned property which is in the full economic compe-
tence of the NBU [1].

The National Bank of Ukraine formation took place in particularly complex environment of the
transition economy, construction of the conceptually new state management system, drastic change in
the country's political situation and exacerbation of a chronic economic and financial crisis.

The organizational structure of the National Bank of Ukraine has a functional and territorial basis.
It includes the Central Office functioning in the City of Kyiv, and regional branches in the Autonomous
Republic of the Crimea, the City of Kyiv and Kyiv Region, and in 23 regional centers of Ukraine. The Cen-
tral Office consists of functional departments, which in their turn have offices and divisions. A number of
structural units including the Operations Department, the Central Clearing House, the State Treasury, the
Central Vault, the Banknote Printing and Minting Works and the Banknote Paper Mill are subordinated to
the NBU [4, p. 11-12].

According to the Constitution of Ukraine, the main function of the National Bank is to ensure the
stability of Ukrainian monetary unit. To carry this out the National Bank fosters the stability of the banking
system and, within its competence, price stability [3]. The National Bank also carries out the following
functions:

1) to determine and pursue the monetary policy in accordance with the General Principles of the
Monetary Policy developed by the Council of the NBU;

2) to issue the national currency of Ukraine on a monopoly basis and to organize its circulation;

3) to establish the rules of conducting banking transactions, accounting and reporting, protection
of the information, funds and property for the banks;

4) to determine the system, procedure and modes of payments, including those between banks;

5) to exercise the banking regulation and supervision;

6) to keep a Register of banks, to license banking business and transactions;

7) to represent Ukraine's interests in central banks of other states, international banks and other
crediting institutions;

8) to exercise the currency regulation with the competence to be defined by a special law, to
determine the procedure of effecting payments in the foreign currency;

9) to analyze the status of the monetary, crediting, financial, pricing and currency relations;

10) to implement the national policy of the protection of state secrets within the system of the
National Bank;

11) to exercise other functions in the monetary and crediting sphere within its competence
defined by the law.

In 2009, in spite of world economy recession, there were certain signs of its stabilization. The
stabilization process was uneven for various countries

In the second quarter of 2009 the monetary market showed signs of recovery: it was manifested,
in particular, through decreasing inflation rate, growing trend in individual deposit dynamics, reduction of
loan costs, etc. At the same time, situation in real and budget sectors of economy remained tense, which
created certain risks for monetary sphere and required restrained monetary policy on part of the National
Bank of Ukraine [5, p. 3].

Development of money market in the first and second quarters of this year have essential differ-
ences. In particular, substantial pressure on money market manifested in the continuing outflow of cash
from the banking system, decrease of liquidity of banking system, deficit of foreign currency on domestic
market, etc. was a specific feature of money market development in the first quarter. On the contrary,
market situation had significantly improved in the second quarter, which had its positive impact on both
the state of the foreign exchange market and the indicators characterizing turnover of bank asset and lia-
bility operations and cash value.

Stabilization of situation in foreign currency segment of money market had positive effect on the
deposit segment where the outflow of cash from the banking system stopped in the second quarter of
2009. Growth of individual deposits had positively affected the dynamics of total deposit amount, which
in the second quarter of 2009 went up by 1 %.

Reduction of interventions of the National Bank of Ukraine to the foreign exchange market, and
cancellation of legislative norms had positive impact on the dynamics of banking system liquidity. After a
9.9 % decrease in the first quarter, amount of bank correspondent accounts had increased by 32.6 % to
UAH 22.3 billion in the second quarter of last year [5, p. 47].

Overall, during first half of this year the average weighted interest rate on hryvnia loans went
down from 21.6 to 18.5 %, and on loans in foreign currency — from 12.6 to 9.4 %. On the contrary,
deposit interest rates during this period have somewhat increased. The average weighted interest rate
on hryvnia deposits went up from 13 to 13.6 %, and on deposits in foreign currency — from 8.2 to 8.3 %.
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In conclusion the author may say that the central bank is a necessary condition for the successful
economic development. The National Bank is the centre of co-ordination and regulation of monetary and
credit system of the country. It ensures stability of monetary unit — Hryvnia — and successful working of
the National Bank of Ukraine in many raspects.

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The effect on the advertising industry itself has been profound. In just a few years, online advertising
has grown to be worth tens of billions of dollars annually. Today a company without website often is not
considered as big, powerful and reliable. With the results of surveys showing that mostly people visit Inter-
net pages at least once a day, the eMarketing can be considered as a very important branch of overall ad-
vertising and its role is increasing every day. For example, in 2009 in Great Britain the expenses on on-line
advertisement exceeded the expenses on TV advertisement [2]. Nevertheless, some reasons that keep
marketers from investing on-line still exist. We’ll make an attempt to mention some of them [3]:

But this may change when senior managers start asking why they don't show up on
Google, why their competitors are being marketed on Facebook, or why their competitors are gaining
share at their expense.

3. Accountability. Some marketers have had the luxury of not being accountable for results.
Faced with new technologies and programs that measure results and quantify the impact of impressions,
engagements or transactions, these people are threatened. This can change as more executives realize
marketing can be measurable, and marketers should be accountable.

4. Changes to business processes. Online marketing is not just another channel; it often requires
a change in how business is done. It requires arrangement between Marketing and the IT department;
while Marketing "owns" the Web site, they often rely on IT to make things happen.

Online advertising techniques have been dramatically affected by technological advancements in
the telecommunications industry. In fact, many firms are embracing a new paradigm that is shifting the
focus of online advertising from simple text ads to rich multimedia experiences. As a result, advertisers
can more effectively manage online branding campaigns, which seek to shape consumer attitudes to-
wards specific products.

After consideration of the investigated problem the author has come to some conclusions. It has
been revealed that while eMarketing has proved itself to be efficient way of getting clients attention, mar-
keters are still unsure to invest in this sphere because of old threats and new fears. But since the necessity
of new techniques is obvious, now companies are strongly recommended to get used to this and to be pre-
pared to modify business style in order to stay competitive company and to increase its profit.

The aim of the article is to compare and to distinguish different concepts of information and
information security.
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The novelty and topicality of the article are to study theoretical and practical influence of
information security on the success of different business organizations in Ukraine and abroad.

Information is the way which helps us to know something new, something interesting and useful.
Information is the basis of science and technology. Also it is of practical significance for the economy and
it is of high priority for business nowadays [1].

Information as a concept bears a diversity of meanings, from everyday usage to technical
settings. Generally speaking, the concept of information is closely related to notions of constraint,
communication, control, data, form, instruction, knowledge, meaning, mental stimulus, pattern,
perception, and representation.

Many people speak about the Information Age as the advent of the Knowledge Age or knowledge
society, the information society, and information technologies, and even though informatics, information
science and computer science are often in the spotlight, the word "information™ is often used without
careful consideration of the various meanings it has acquired.

An important aspect of information security and risk management is recognizing the value of
information and defining appropriate procedures and protection requirements for the information. Not all
information is equal and so not all information requires the same degree of protection. This requires
information to be assigned a security classification [2].

The first step in information classification is to identify a member of senior management as the
owner of the particular information to be classified. Next, develop a classification policy. The policy
should describe the different classification labels, define the criteria for information to be assigned a
particular label, and list the required security controls for each classification.

Some factors that influence which classification information should be assigned include how
much value that information has to the organization, how old the information is and whether or not the
information has become obsolete. Laws and other regulatory requirements are also important considerations
when classifying information.

Common information security classification labels used by the business sector are: public,
sensitive, private, confidential. Common information security classification labels used by the
government are: unclassified, sensitive but unclassified, confidential, secret, top secret.

All employees in the organization, as well as business partners, must be trained on the
classification scheme and understand the required security controls and handling procedures for each
classification. The classification a particular information asset has been assigned should be reviewed
periodically to insure the classification is still appropriate for the information and to insure the security
controls required by the classification are in place [1].

The terms “reasonable and prudent person”, “due care” and “due diligence” have been used in
the fields of Finance, Securities, and Law for many, many years. In recent years these terms have found
their way into the fields of computing and information security. U.S.A. Federal Sentencing Guidelines
now make it possible to hold corporate officers liable for failing to exercise due care and due diligence in
the management of their information systems.

In the business world, stockholders, customers, business partners and governments have the
expectation that corporate officers will run the business in accordance with accepted business practices
and in compliance with laws and other regulatory requirements. This is often described as the
"reasonable and prudent person” rule. A prudent person takes due care to insure that everything
necessary is done to operate the business by sound business principles and in a legal ethical manner. A
prudent person is also diligent (mindful, attentive, and ongoing) in their due care of the business [3].

Ukraine should protect its national interests in the information sphere by developing and realizing
the appropriate uniform politics; balancing a need for free information exchange and allowable
restrictions on its distribution; improving its laws on information security; coordinating activities of
corresponding State bodies; protecting national information resources at the defensive enterprises;
developing home telecommunication and information means; developing new information technologies;
unifying means of searching, collecting, storing, processing and analyzing information to join the global
information infrastructure [4].

In conclusion it must be said that the analysis of laws regulating public information relations in
Ukraine allows to assert that the government also takes necessary steps against computer crimes
alongside with measures to stimulate the development of infrastructure on the basis of the latest
technologies. Ukraine should implement its information protecting policy by: developing corresponding
normative and legal documents; establishing the type of domestic hardware and basic software intended
for processing information with a limited access; creating the certification system of information
protecting different technical means and equipment; improving the system of training for information
protection experts.

Russian-Ukrainian gas relations is a very difficult problem. Its topicality is influenced by the
strategic importance of gas supplies from Russia to Ukraine and European countries. In the context of
recent gas cuts and problematic negotiations about gas transits through the territory of Ukraine the future
of Ukrainian gas transportation system appears unclear.

Thus, the aim of this work is to analyse the history of Russian and Ukrainian relation in order to
find possible preconditions of 2009 crisis and it's facilitates. Literature that described all stages of
Russian-Ukrainian relations since the collapse of the Soviet Union and the emergence and development
of the crisis since 2005 has been studied.

Many authors applied to this theme. Simon Pirani ("Ukraine’s gas sector”), Anna Nemtsova ("The
Gas Wars", "Why Ukraine will continue to move west"), Michael Freedman ("The last word"), Owen
Matthews ("Hoping for a gusher”, "Ukraine and Russia both desperate in gas struggle”) are among them.

The objectives of the present work are to find the underlying reasons for the 2009 gas crisis and
possible ways to overcome it in the near future. By method of literature analysis the author outlined the
main periods of the conflict, parties engaged and the range of decisions taken to resolve it.

The present-day conflict started in 2005 and culminated in January, 2009. It began from
negotiations over gas price for 2006, when Gazprom insisted on a new price of about $160 per
1,000 cubic meters. However, the negotiations between Gazprom and Naftohaz over a gas prices and a
new gas supply agreement failed and on 1 January 2006 Gazprom started reducing the pressure in the
pipelines from Russia to Ukraine. The supply was restored on 4 January 2006, after the preliminary
agreement between Ukraine and Gazprom was settled. But gas price for Ukraine rose and this rising took
place the next years too. The parties also agreed to raise the tariff for the transit of Russian gas to
Europe through the territory of Ukraine. But despite of this agreement, Ukraine’s expenditure on natural
gas imports grew sharply unlike revenue from natural gas transit in 2006 and the following years.

This dispute continued from 2008 gas cuts and inability to reach an agreement on gas prices and
supplies for 2009. But on 19 January, both sides announced that they had resolved the dispute.
Gazprom and Naftogaz signed two separate ten-year agreements, one on gas supplies to Ukraine and
one on transit. In 2010, according to these agreements, Ukraine will pay European prices for supply and
Gazprom will pay European prices for transit. The former Gazprom’s chief deputy and Russian President
A. Medvedew says that this agreement is the main achievement, but it's not profitable for Ukraine,
because average gas prices for Ukrainian industry is too high, especially in comparison with internal
Russian prices [1].

Due to the critically bad economic situation, Ukraine may be unable to pay the price it has agreed
to, and, even if it can, the rise in gas costs will have an adverse effect on the competitiveness of its
industry [2].

In addition, Ukraine incurred considerable losses because its steel and chemical plants, the
backbone of the nation's economy, were temporarily shut down due to the lack of gas. Because of this
Ukraine had a 20 percent decline in national production in late 2008. The country also reportedly lost
$100 million in transit fees because of the 2008 cut-off [3].

There are three main points at the list of the causes of gas crisis: corruption in the Ukrainian
Energy Sector; the Yushchenko — Tymoshenko quarrel (the longstanding and deep conflict between
Yuschenko and Tymoshenko and lack of clearly which divided spheres of competence between president
and prime minister undoubtedly contributed to the crisis), the need to enhance transparency [4].

Gas deliveries to Europe have been taken hostage in the dispute between Russia and Ukraine.
As a result, both Ukraine and Russia have lost credibility as being able to supply and ship natural gas [1].
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Even now not everything is still clear in gas relations between Ukraine and Russia. Both Russia
and Ukraine presents their own prices for gas and can’t compromise, Europe is interested in gas, so it
reviews supplies. Things also become complicated because of Russian intolerance.

This situation, taking into account the presidential election, is much aggravated because of inner
political instability. The conclusion at which the arrives is that all these parties will be urged to find
constructive solution that will eliminate the conflict. In other way, regarding Ukraine passing the unique
capacities of gas transportation to Europe, the gas conflict will become more aggressive and will bring
about the necessity of Europe to look for other gas supplies, which will have a dramatic effect both on
the economy of Russia and the GNP of Ukraine, which is highly undesirable.

Economic development of any country is characterized by particular business cycles. It is
generally accepted that the peak in economic development of the USA was in about 2006 and of Ukraine
in 2008, which was then followed by economic recession. Fortunately some signs of stabilization are
becoming more obvious. But we still believe it is important to analyze the origin of the problem and enrich
our experience with particular knowledge of the subject.

The goal of the article is to study main features of Subprime mortgage crisis in the USA and
some peculiarities of its development in Ukraine.

Different aspects of the subprime mortgage have been investigated by a lot of outstanding
foreign and domestic economists. Among them are: M. N. Baily, Ben S. Bernanke, L. Browning, M. Feldstein,
A. l. Fomin, M. S. Johnson, J. Lahart, R. E. Litan and V. N. Yaminkin.

According to domestic and foreign studying the subprime mortgage crisis is an ongoing real
estate and financial crisis caused by a dramatic rise in mortgage delinquencies and foreclosures in the
United States. The weakness of banks and financial markets can be regarded to the most adverse
consequence of this phenomena. The crisis, which has its roots in the closing years of the 20th century,
became apparent in 2007 and has hurted financial system around the globe [1].
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In the author’s opinion one of the factors that caused subprime mortgage crisis was that
approximately 80 % of U.S. mortgages issued in recent years were adjustable-rate mortgages (ARM). As
a result of this process when U.S. house prices began to decline in 2006 — 2007, refinancing became
more difficult and delinquencies soared. Moreover securities backed with subprime mortgages which
widely held by financial firms also lost most of their value. The result has been a large decline in the
capital of many banks and U.S. government sponsored enterprises, tightening credit around the world [2].

The process of immediate bursting of the United States housing bubble reached it's peak in
approximately 2005 — 2006. High default rates on "subprime” and ARM, began to increase quickly
thereafter. An increase in loan incentives among which should be mentioned easy initial terms and a
long-term trend of rising housing prices encouraged borrowers to assume difficult mortgages in the belief
they would be able to quickly refinance at more favorable terms. However, once interest rates began to
rise and housing prices started to drop moderately in 2006 — 2007 in many parts of the U.S., refinancing
became more difficult [3].

Among other factors that caused the crisis the significant change of lenders behavior should be
mentioned. Another factor is that during the years of crisis, the behavior of lenders changed dramatically.
In order to get higher profit lenders offered more and more loans to higher-risk borrowers. Subprime
mortgages amounted to $35 billion (5 % of total originations) in 1994, 9 % in 1996, $160 billion (13 %) in
1999, and $600 billion (20 %) in 2006. In addition to considering higher-risk borrowers, lenders have
offered increasingly risky loan options and borrowing incentives. One high-risk option was the "No
Income, No Job and no Assets” loans. Another example is the interest-only ARM, which allows the
homeowner to pay just the interest (not principal) during an initial period. Still another is a "payment
option” loan, in which the homeowner can pay a variable amount [4].

Also mortgage underwriting standards declined precipitously during the boom period. This meant
that the use of automated loan approvals allowed loans to be made without appropriate review and
documentation. In 2007, 40 % of all subprime loans resulted from automated underwriting. The chairman
of the Mortgage Bankers Association claimed that mortgage brokers, while profiting from the home loan
boom, did not do enough to examine whether borrowers could repay. Mortgage fraud by lenders and
borrowers increased enormously, e.g. in 2005 amount of mortgage fraud reports was 24 times as much
comparing to 1996 [5].

The result of our research is a direct connection between securitization and the subprime crisis
relates to a fundamental fault in the way that underwriters, rating agencies and investors modeled the
correlation of risks among loans in securitization pools. It was found that correlation modeling was based
on a technique, widely adopted as a means of evaluating the risk associated with securitization
transactions. But we have to outline that it turned out to be an overly simplistic approach to correlation.
Unfortunately, the flaws in this technique did not become apparent to market participants until many
hundreds of billions of dollars of asset backed securities and collateralized debt obligations backed by
subprime loans had been rated and sold. By the time investors stopped buying subprime-backed
securities, which halted the ability of mortgage originators to extend subprime loans, the effects of the
crisis were already beginning to emerge.

Also critics allege that the rating agencies suffered from conflicts of interests, as they were paid
by investment banks and other firms that organized and sold structured securities to investors. The
situation we can observe at present is that credit rating agencies now are under scrutiny which is the
result of given investment-grade ratings to mortgage-backed securities. Consequently in 2008 U.S.
Security and Exchange Commission proposed some rules and approved measures designed to mitigate
perceived conflicts in interests between rating agencies and issuers of structured securities [6].

It became obvious a long time ago that like any other country in the world, economy of Ukraine
also suffered from mortgage crisis. Its consequences become apparent in industries such as metallurgy
and machine building, where workers are laied off, and real wages have started to fall for the first time in
a decade. This makes it hard for Ukrainians to make payments on loans, many of which, especially
mortgages, were issued in dollars. Since most people are paid in hryvnyas, they have to buy dollars with
the weak hryvna and are paying back much more on the loans than they had expected..

The careful analysis of domestic and foreign enables the author to conclude that subprime
mortgage crisis can be overcome, but several measures should be taken. In our view in the USA more
strict procedures for closing troubled financial institutions in the shadow banking system should be
established, such as investment banks and hedge funds, restrict the leverage that financial institutions
can assume and regulate credit derivatives.

As for Ukraine the author shares the view of domestic economists who believe that the crucial
aspects for gaining economic stability are improving banking system, increase in levels of industrial
production, reducing unemployment rate and avoiding national currency fluctuations.

The topicality of the issue is that the role of international trade between countries for their successful
development of their domestic economies is strength with the development of close relationships
between them.

The goal of present article is to consider the present condition and the development of
international trade.

The theme of the article was explored by Adam Smith — "Inquiry into the Nature and Causes of
the Wealth of Nations™; David Ricardo — "Principles of Political Economy and taxation”; two Swedish
economists E. Heckscher and B. Ohlin — "The Heckscher-Ohlin theory".

International trade is a means by which countries can develop specialization promote productivity
of resources, thus multiplying the overall production volume. Sovereign states as well as individuals and
regions of the country can leverage due to specialization on products that they can manufacture with
more relative efficiency, and the following is exchange on commodities that they are unable to produce
effectively [1].

International trade is the form of communication between the commodity producers from different
countries that occurs on the basis of international division labor division, and express their economic
independence. The following definition can be found in economic sources: "international trade is the
process of purchase and sales carried out between buyers, salespeople and mediators in different
countries”. International trade includes export and import of commodities, correlation between which is
called the trade balance. Statistical reference books of UNO cite data about volume and dynamics of the
world trade as sums of export value of all countries in the world [2].

Structural changes that take place in the economy in the context of scientific and technical
progress, specialization and cooperation of manufacture strengthen co-operation of national economies.
They affect the international trade. International trade is the direct flow of goods between countries [3].
According to the studies of the International trade turnover, every 10 % — increase in global production,
corresponds to the 16 % — increase in the world trade.

International trade at the present stage is extremely dynamic. It is due largely to the development
of specialization and cooperation internationally, the abolition of a number of barriers to international
trade, high rates of newly-industrialized countries. Dominant position in the international trade is occupied
by developed countries that are major exporters of the world: USA, Germany, Japan, France, UK, Italy,
Netherlands and Belgium [4].

It is the interest of each country to specialize in manufacturing where it has the greater
advantages and where the greatest benefit is [5].

National industrial differences depend on various factors of production such as labor, land,
capital, and various demand for particular goods. The effect that is produced by international trade,
including export, on the dynamics of national income, the size of employment, consumption and
investment activity is individually quantifiable for each country (fully quantified dependencies); it can be
calculated and expressed as a certain kind of factor called booster (multiplier). First export orders
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directly increase production, and as a result wages in that sectors rise. Later, there is more transition to
the secondary consumer costs.

The firms are having various reasons to work in the international space. Firstly, they may need to
buy raw materials or any goods and they will have to buy on foreign markets because there is no
possibility for this in the domestic market. Such a situation causes the necessity of import. It may occur
when the firm has products the sale of which abroad can be more profitable than at home. It often
happens that the firms are commercial intermediaries between sellers and customers in different
countries in the foreign market [3].

Today the partition of raw material is significantly low and the part of finished goods constantly rises.
In different countries such as Germany and Japan the share of finished products is about 90 % in export,
but in many countries, developing countries and in Eastern Europe a significant part of export constitutes
food and agricultural products, raw materials, fuel. High rate of growth is observed in the international trade
of machinery and equipment, in the field of electrical products industry. Science-based products become
increasingly important in the modern export. The main characteristic of the modern development stage is
the rise of trade between industrial countries. Now it takes about 70 % of all world trade.

Less economically developed countries are now trying to reinforce their position in international
trading by its diversification (simultaneous development of several directions and expansion of
assortment).

Specific traits of developing international trade at the modern stage are as follows [5]:

¢ Increase of the growth rate of international trade as compared to production growth rates.

¢ Fluctuations in commodity composition of international trade for benefit of final goods and
services.

o Participation of developing countries in the international trade.

« Strengthening of the role of national foreign-economic policy.

¢ Strengthening of the role of technological progress.

International trade is a peculiar manifestation of the international commodity market. But in the
world market some countries or groups’ foreign policy has a significant impact on international trade.

Summing the information given by this article up, it is possible to say that the international trade
is a means by which countries lacking resources for the development of the economy have to search
partners who have enough necessary resources. To continue present research, it seems appropriate to
pay more attention on the analysis of world trade organizations which are provide more close
relationships between countries.

CRISIS IN UKRAINE

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Since the beginning of 2008, Ukraine has been going through the unprecedented volatility on its
currency market. This fact was supported by significant foreign capital inflows and loose of monetary and
fiscal policies. However, since mid of August 2008 depreciation pressures emerged, partially driven by
the migration of global investors to safer US dollar denominated assets. As a result, Ukraine found itself
on the brink of a full scale currency crisis. During October — December, the hryvnia lost more than 50 %
of its value against the US dollar [1].

The international currency liquidity crisis has been the main factor behind the financial crises that
have affected many emerging economies, including Ukraine. However, Ukraine has been more
vulnerable than most other countries due to combination of a large current account deficit, significant
external short-term debt obligations of Ukraine’s private commercial banks and companies and a weak
banking system. So to understand the real situation with consequences of financial crisis we should also
analyze reasons and consequences that were caused by the crisis all over the world.

Now we are interested in the world economy situation during the world financial crisis.

Reading of the global financial press in the past few months would lead everyone to despair that
the world economy is moving through dark and uncharted waters. But, in fact, there is precedent.

We can say that an examination of the aftermath of severe financial crises shows deep and
lasting effects on asset prices, output and employment. Unemployment rises and housing price declines
extend out for five and six years, respectively. Even recessions sparked by financial crises do eventually
end, albeit almost invariably accompanied by massive increases in government debt. The crises, more
often than not, adversely impact sovereign creditworthiness, as reflected in a higher risk premia. The
effects, however, do not appear to be permanent.

The aim of this article is to understand what the specialty of this crisis is in Ukraine.

The global financial crisis has not affected Ukraine directly as its stock market is underdeveloped,
and mortgage loans do not play a major role in the local economy. But the consequences of the crisis
should have a significant impact on the local economy, which depends to a large extent on exports, and
markets for Ukraine’s main exports such as metals are set to shrink. The Ukrainian economy has seen
some bad signs this year, such as high inflation, but that rather was due to domestic factors. The global
crisis, however, should exacerbate the situation.

There are some channels of the world economy crisis’ influence that are deeply-felt by the
Ukrainian economy.

The first channel is foreign trade. Widespread financial problems have already undermined
demand in the international markets.

Since the Ukrainian economy is highly dependent on exports making up more than 47 % of the
country’s GDP, the above trends in the global markets will be harmful for the development of export-
oriented sectors, with subsequent repercussions on industries relying on exports directly and indirectly [2].
The 2009 current account outlook does not look favorable, despite falling world crude oil prices and a
possible deceleration of imports (due to weaker national currency, only a moderate potential increase of
natural gas prices, a slower growth of consumer demand and depressed industrial sector).

The second channel is the banking system. The penetration of foreign capital into Ukraine’s
financial institutions is considerable. The financial sector is one of the national leaders in attracting
foreign direct investments (19 % of total accumulated foreign capital). The share of foreign capital in the
banking sector amounts to 37.2 % of total capital, which exceeds the threshold of economic security
established at 30 %; in the insurance sector it approaches the threshold value, currently constituting
28.1 % [3].

In this context, it is noteworthy that investments and development of Ukrainian manufacturing
companies hinge more on lending than on the stock market: 16 % of investments in fixed assets are
funded from loans [4]. The most credit-dependent sectors are agriculture, construction, processing
industries, including the chemical and petrochemical industry, the food industry, coke production and oil
refining.

The third channel of influence is debt. In June 2008, gross foreign debt made up 59.9 % of GDP
at USD 100.06 billion. Almost 85 % of this debt was that of the private sector [1]. According to IMF data,
the maximum limit of foreign debt for low and middle income countries is set at 49.7 % of GDP; once this
limit is exceeded, the probability of financial crisis increases to 70 % [4].

And in conclusion the author has to say that a lot of negative changes have taken place in our
economy and it is necessary to prevent them only with the help of coordinated work of powers that can
stop this process of destroying of our economy: government, National Bank and businesses with
investors of our country.

The post-Soviet asset base of Ukraine has given it a solid foundation for stable economic
development. Commercial rent rates in Ukrainian capital, Kiev, are remaining lower than those in
Moscow but growing faster than in most of the European capitals. There are dozens of particular reasons
to invest in Ukraine. There are a wide range of investment opportunities in industrial sectors, which
include metals and mining, banking and finance, agribusiness, real estate, retail, transport, media and hi-
tech, and pharmaceuticals, amongst others. In addition, there will be a strong focus on preparations for
Euro-2012 and the opportunities in infrastructure and real estate that it is generating.

The aim of this article is to analyze some results of investing in Ukrainian economy.

A lot of outstanding foreign economists have investigated different aspects of this problem.
Among them are: George Clark, John Maynard Keynes, who have investigated and outlined the general
theoretical basis of investment. Bertil Gotthard Ohlin, Jacob Viner, and Harry G. Johnson have made a
great contribution in the study of foreign investment. Among the most famous contemporary experts, who
are investigating the problem of investment, the author would like to mention D. Gold, M. Casson,
M. Porter, R. Keyvz, P. Krugman, P. J. Buckley.

This is the strategically right time for investment into Ukrainian assets. There are obviously risks
but valuations are lower and assets are more available and there is larger competition to get hold of
investor's money, and this should drive the values down as well. At the same time, the mid-term
prospects for Ukraine remain strong. In the near term, valuations will go up, in particular for those
companies that will come out of the crisis stronger and especially after the global economy picks up, and
when the elections are over.

Said this, there is always a need to sort out the bad deals from the good ones. Transparency
combined with underlying assets foundation is always good to look for when doing a deal in Ukraine. All
too often deals are made on a too weak due diligence of the asset and its operations and ownerships,
and fail from this.

As stated above, finance, consumer related businesses and agribusiness are sectors on the top
shelf at the moment. Emerging new energy companies would also be a strategically sound investment
approach if you are in for the longer haul. Invest in sectors that are less export-oriented and in those
companies that are focused domestic. Look at sectors where companies have steady cash flows and low
debt levels [1].

The main obstacles of new investment in Ukraine are corruption and the lack of state value added tax.

And if the government wants to play a constructive role in helping Ukraine out of the economic
crisis, it should develop a better strategy than the current one. It should create a world-class business
environment for both domestic and foreign investors.

There are numerous opportunities for the government to roll up its sleeves and start cleaning up
the Ukrainian business environment, beginning with basic government services — a job that does not
require any legislative action, political support or additional funding. For example, the government might
start with improving basic government services, such as customer service at tax-collecting centers [1].
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The problem with the quality of customer service provided by the government is just one of the
critical drawbacks that hurt the investment climate. The government should also be providing Ukrainian
and foreign businesses and investors with more and better information, and developing more efficient
and more competitive markets for capital and goods.

In author's opinion the government should help the private sector implement better accounting
and reporting standards, and make presently scarce information about Ukraine's public companies more
comprehensive and more accessible. The government should also require public companies to make full
disclosure according to international financial reporting standards. These disclosures should come in the
annual and quarterly reports filed with the Ukrainian Commission on Securities and Exchanges.
Presently, such reports are available irregularly and are vague. They also lack the proper detail desired
by investors.

The author also think that the government should help the private sector in creating and
maintaining competitive capital and commodity markets. As one of the world's largest producers and
exporter of agricultural and basic industrial products, Ukraine should have sophisticated commodity
exchanges, which should be transparent and fair and which should partner or fully integrate with one or
several of the world's most efficient commodity exchanges.

In conclusion it should be mentioned that international investors are very smart. When investing,
they are seeking a proper business environment and the highest-quality financial products for their
investments. So the author shares position that it is high time that the Ukrainian government join the
private sector in making Ukraine an attractive place for both Ukrainian and foreigner investors.

Historically, Ukraine's investment climate has gone up and down and has not yet become
sufficiently attractive to bring in the needed amounts of capital from the developed world. Factors that
are typically cited as hindering investment in Ukraine are poor legal protection of investments, corruption
and double standards, and ambiguous or contradictory legislature. The situation will likely not change
much for the better in the foreseeable future, as these factors are deeply ingrained in the system and
mentality. This makes investing in Ukraine unpredictable, but potentially very lucrative because the
economy is expanding at a rate above the European average.

INCOME-LEISURE CHOICE

Annotation. The problem of making choice between income and free time are examined. The
analysis of the factors that influence the process of making choice and a point of view of the owners of the
resourse "the working force" are shown.

This article deals with the actual problem of making choice between work and free time.

Nowadays the question of time distribution between leisure and income is very popular, because in the
conditions of the modern society the main purpose of people is to get maximum income available. Trying
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to get higher income, they begin to work harder and harder. And in fact they get money and no time and
energy to spend this money as they wanted before. This way, instead of working to live they begin to live
for work.

The most visible benefit obtained from working is a paycheck. In general the fatter the paycheck
— the more will a person go to work. But every hour we spend working implies one less hour available for
other pursuits. If we go to work, we have less time to watch TV, go to a soccer game, or simply enjoy a
nice day. In other words, there is a real opportunity cost associated with working. This way, our leisure
time becomes more scarce — and thus more valuable. We will supply additional labor only if higher wage
rates are offered; this is the message conveyed by the upward-sloping labor supply curve that
demonstrates the willingness and ability to work specific amounts of time at alternative wage rates in a
given time period. In general, we expect that the quantity of labor supplied depends on wage rate [1, p. 151].

In the labor market, individual buyers from the goods and services market become the suppliers
of labor, while the firms that sold goods in the goods and services market become the buyers. The
combination of the two, labor supply and labor demand, determines how the labor market behaves.

Workers will try and maximize their utility based on their preferences between having free time
and having money and on their budget constraint (how much of each good: leisure or all other goods that
they can afford). We can model their decision-making behavior through a combination of their
indifference curves and their budget constraints [2].

Typically, leisure is measured in one hour units, so that in one day, a worker can choose to take
up to 24 hours of leisure. All other goods are measured by their gryvna value, so that a worker can
choose to work 24 hours a day and buy up to 24 hours times the wage worth of all other goods.

When the wage increases, the income effect makes workers feel wealthier and therefore makes
them want more of both leisure and consumption. The substitution effect, however, makes leisure
relatively expensive (since the worker would have to give up more wages to have free time; think of the
wages lost as the price of leisure), so workers will want more consumption and less leisure. Because
labor is inversely related to leisure, this means that an increase in wages will cause labor to both
increase (substitution effect) and decrease (income effect). Therefore, when wages increase, the
combined effect of the substitution and income effect is that workers will choose more consumption; the
effect on the level of labor and leisure is uncertain. If we assume that the substitution effect is stronger,
then workers will choose to work more and play less, which makes sense, since a higher wage would
give workers more incentive to work.

Is this always true, that the substitution effect outweighs the income effect? Some economists
believe that it is initially true, at relatively low wage levels. However, as the wage gets progressively
higher, they believe that the income effect begins to outweigh the substitution effect, and very high
wage-earners will begin to choose leisure over consumption even if their wage increases.

The theory the author has examined so far ignores the possibility of reallocating income and work
among many periods with potentially different wages. For temporary wage changes, income effects are
unimportant if the consumer can freely save and borrow income across periods. Thus the theory predicts
that people should always respond positively to wage increases they expect to be temporary [3].

lllustration: Consider your own labor supply response if:

a) your wage rose to $10,000 per hour for the rest of your life (income effects matter; likelihood
you will reduce your lifetime labor supply);

b) your wage rose to $10,000 per hour for just today (income effects less important, you will
probably work more hours today than you would have otherwise).

An individual's labor supply curve marks out the number of hours they are willing to work at
different wages. And its upward-sloping character is explained by the influence of all the effects
mentioned before.

A tax schedule influences the choice in consumption-leisure system. Let’'s take Russia for
example.

Before 2001 Russia had a graduated PIT (personal income tax) schedule. The tax schedule was
progressive with tax rates increasing with declared income. In one of the boldest tax reforms of the 21st
century, the graduated schedule was replaced by a flat PIT rate schedule in 2001 [4, p. 7].

Comparative static results find that the marginal tax rate has an ambiguous effect on hours
worked.

It is clear that individuals whose optimal choices are lower then the taxable income for a new PIT
rate should not be affected by the tax reform. On the other hand, individuals located at the kink point
may or may not increase their labor supply depending on their preferences. The standard ambiguous
effect from the theory also applies to individuals who are on segments with the taxable income higher
than needed for a new PIT rate. It is not immediately clear what these individuals will choose to do given
the change in tax policy. Existing empirical results for this margin are mixed [4, p. 11].

There is a theoretical possibility that if individuals do not pay taxes on their secondary earnings,
then lower tax rates on primary wages may induce them to shift hours to their primary place of
employment, which implies a negative effect on secondary employment. However, the flat tax reform
may also have a positive effect. Prior to the reform, workers with a single job were not obliged to fill out
tax declarations at the end of the year. Multiple job holders, on the other hand, were required to submit
tax declarations and faced a higher marginal tax rate if their combined tax liability. After the flat PIT rate
is adopted, multiple job holders are no longer required to submit tax declarations, and thus individuals
may be more inclined to hold multiple jobs.
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Being put in the conditions of tax decrease, workers begin to get higher income, and this way, to
buy more both leisure and consumption, so it acts like income effect. But the price of leisure increases,
too, and people have to work longer hours [4, p. 12].

But man does not live by bread alone. Our happiness depends partly on our incomes, but also on
the time we spend with our friends, our hobbies, and our favorite TV shows. So, it's a good exercise in
perspective to remember that the big winners in the income have been the small winners in the leisure
and vice versa.

As long-term job security becomes more elusive, young people entering the European labor
market are demanding something in its place. High on their list of priorities is flexible work that will allow
time for outside interests and responsibilities, according to a research published recently [5, p. 141].

"Working long hours everyday is not for life,” says a male Portuguese student quoted in the study,
"It is necessary once in a while. But | want a life, too; a person has other things to do apart from work."

The study finds that young employees want to be treated fairly, to work flexibly and to achieve a
balance between work and outside life.

In return, they expect to be flexible and committed to their organizations while they are employed.
There is no expectation of jobs for life, but they do want some security in the long term.

Results indicate that actual female labor supply does not coincide with women’s expectations in
most countries. In some countries women report to work fewer hours than they would like and in other
countries they affirm they work more hours than they would prefer.

The very poor have no choice in how much to work because they actually need to eat and pay the
rent. So, the poor often work two and three jobs to pay for dinner. The fact is that these people for
whatever reason do choose income over leisure, even though their increased income is subject to a
progressive tax rate.

So, in sum, in the conditions of the modern society money isn’t the only thing that motivates
people to work. The researches show, that the great role in choosing the job (if worker has such a
possibility) is played by such things as his own preferences, whom his family consists of (whether
needing flexible hours or not), and if only he wants to work like a volunteer (without a paycheck). People
want not only to work, but to watch how their children grow up, to see the life, too.

The condition of the biosphere directly or indirectly determines all main areas of social life —
spiritual, industrial, political. The problems of environmental safety have taken their important place since
Ukraine became independent. They are connected with the Chernobyl accident of 1986 and the lack of
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appropriate supervision for ecological situation in the country in the Soviet Union time. Ukraine is
suffering from many environmental problems now. Considerable quantity of them has been caused by
economic activities. There are harmful consequences of environment damage for the economic
development as well.

The aim of this article is to study direct connection between economy and ecology of the country.

Ecological economics arose during the 1980s among a group of scholars who realized that
improvements in environmental policy and management and protecting the wellbeing of future
generations were dependent on bringing these domains of thought together. Numerous experiments with
joint meetings between economists and ecologists were held, particularly in Sweden and the United
States, to explore the possibilities of working together. Meanwhile, there was also growing discontent
with the deficiencies in the system of national accounts that generates measures of economic activity
such as gross domestic product, while ignoring the depletion of natural capital through the mining of
resources such as petroleum and through environmental degradation. Economists and ecologists joined
to encourage the major international agencies to develop accounting systems that included the
environment. Buoyed by such initial efforts, the International Society for Ecological Economics (ISEE)
was formed during a workshop of ecologists and economists held in Barcelona in late 1987, and the
journal, Ecological Economics, was initiated in 1989.

The primary objective of ecological economics is to ground economic thinking and practice in
physical reality, especially in the laws of physics and in knowledge of biological systems. It accepts as a
goal the improvement of human well-being through development, and seeks to ensure achievement of
this through planning for the sustainable development of ecosystems and societies. Ecological
economists are rethinking both ecology and economics by, for example, extending the materials balance
and energetic paradigm of ecology to economic questions, applying concepts from economics to better
understand the nature of biodiversity, and arguing from biological theory how natural and social systems
have coevolved together such that neither can be understood apart from the other [1].

Ecological economics is a transdisciplinary field of academic research that aims to address the
interdependence and coevolution of human economies and natural ecosystems over time and space.

Ecological economics includes the study of the metabolism of society, that is, the study of the
flows of energy and materials that enter and exit the economic system. This subfield is also called
biophysical economics, sometimes referred to also as bioeconomics. It is based on a conceptual model
of the economy connected to, and sustained by, a flow of energy, materials, and ecosystem services.

Environmental economics is a subfield of economics concerned with environmental issues.
Quoting from the National Bureau of Economic Research Environmental Economics program:
"Environmental economics undertakes theoretical or empirical studies of the economic effects of national
or local environmental policies around the world. Particular issues include the costs and benefits of
alternative environmental policies to deal with air pollution, water quality, toxic substances, solid waste,
and global warming” [2].

Central to environmental economics is the concept of market failure. Market failure means that
markets fail to allocate resources efficiently. As stated by Hanley, Shogren, and White (2007) in their
textbook Environmental Economics: "A market failure occurs when the market does not allocate scarce
resources to generate the greatest social welfare. A wedge exists between what a private person does
given market prices and what society might want him or her to do to protect the environment. Such a
wedge implies wastefulness or economic inefficiency; resources can be reallocated to make at least one
person better off without making anyone else worse off". Common forms of market failure include
externalities, non excludability and non rivalry [3].

Externality: the basic idea is that an externality exists when a person makes a choice that affects
other people that are not accounted for in the market price. For instance, a firm emitting pollution will
typically not take into account the costs that its pollution imposes on others. As a result, pollution in
excess of the "socially efficient” level may occur. A classic definition is provided by Kenneth Arrow
(1969), who defines an externality as "a situation in which a private economy lacks sufficient incentives to
create a potential market in some good, and the nonexistence of this market results in the loss of
efficiency.” In economic terminology, externalities are examples of market failures, in which the
unfettered market does not lead to an efficient outcome.

Common property and non-exclusion: when it is too costly to exclude people from accessing a
rivalrous environmental resource, market allocation is likely to be inefficient. The challenges related with
common property and non-exclusion have long been recognized. Hardin's (1968) concept of the tragedy
of the commons popularized the challenges involved in non-exclusion and common property. The basic
problem is that if people ignore the scarcity value of the commons, they can end up expending too much
effort, over harvesting a resource (e.g., a fishery). Hardin theorizes that users of an open-access
resource will use it more than if they had to pay for it and had exclusive rights, leading to environmental
degradation. However, Ostrom’s (1990) work on how people using real common property resources have
worked to establish self-governing rules to reduce the risk of the tragedy of the commons [2].

Public goods are another type of market failure, in which the market price does not capture the
social benefits of its provision. For example, protection from the risks of climate change is a public good
since its provision is both non-rival and non-excludable. Non-rival means climate protection provided to
one country does not reduce the level of protection to another country; non-excludable means it is too
costly to exclude any one from receiving climate protection. A country's incentive to invest in carbon
abatement is reduced because it can "free ride” off the efforts of other countries. Over a century ago,
Swedish economist Knut Wicksell (1896) first discussed how public goods can be under-provided by the
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market because people might conceal their preferences for the good, but still enjoy the benefits without
paying for them.

The authors emphasize on the application of economic analysis to the solving of real-world
environmental problem, such as following a policy of pollution control or reducing loss of global
biodiversity and other problems.

Problem solutions of Environmental Economics include environmental regulations, quotas on
pollution, taxes and tariffs on pollution, defined property rights [4].

As the result there are two main sciences that represent and study direct connection between
economy and ecology of the country. They are ecological economics and environmental economics.

Nowadays bank loan as one of the most important part in the reproductive process stimulation in
the economy plays a significant role because it is the main source of cash resources for enterprises eco-
nomic activity.

In modern unstable economic conditions there are a lot of enterprises with big financial hardships,
which leads to increase of insolvency risk. Commercial banks are confronted with the dilemma: on one
hand, necessity of economics real sector crediting to realize a profit and on the other — large risk con-
cerned with non-repayment given loans. That’'s why it can be concluded that the problem is very actual,
and it must be further developed.

The topicality of the problem is very transparent. Test object is commercial banks and their bor-
rowers. The subject of investigation is the borrower’s class determination, its financial condition assess-
ment, assessment criteria and classification of the commercial bank’s credit portfolio.

The credit process begins with a thorough analysis of the borrower’s creditworthiness, or capacity
and willingness to repay the loan. Its reliability has significant influence as on the results of specific credit
agreements as on the efficiency of crediting as a whole. Assessment’s accuracy also is important for bor-
rower, because the decision of loan grant and its possible size depends on it.

In accordance with current regulation of the National Bank of Ukraine "On crediting” Ne 246 by
the borrower’s creditworthiness is implied borrower’s ability in full measure and at fixed time constraints
settle bank’s loan stock.
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According to the classification proposed by Professor Vishnyakov |. V. approaches to the as-
sessment of the borrower’s creditworthiness can be divided into classification models and models based
on complex analysis. Classification models can be divided into forecasting models that allow differentiat-
ing borrowers against bankruptcy probability, and credit rating models, that classify borrowers as to their
category, which are set with the help of calculated group of financial factors.

The National Bank of Ukraine methods are offered the banks to calculate the borrower’s credit-
worthiness. It has rating character and is of integrated approach. Assessment mechanism in the current
context consists of two main phases:

— financial analysis of the potential borrower;

— qualitative analysis of the enterprise.

Borrower’s qualitative characteristics are in particular:

the borrower’s current and expected financial condition;

the borrower’s ability to withstand "stress”;

social stability;

the borrower’s credit history.

The main quantitative indicators assess the financial condition of the borrower-individual in par-
ticular include:

aggregate net income and forecast the future;

accumulation in the accounts at the bank;

factors that characterize the current creditworthiness of the borrower and its financial capacity to
fulfill obligations under the credit agreement;

bank ability to realize the collateral under the worst case scenario.

In the United States applies a rule five or six "C" (key words start with "C"), also distributed sys-
tems "CAMPARI" and "PARSER". The reasons of disadvantages of any of them are narrow their dedica-
tion, subjectivism, inflexibility and instability.

There is a great variety of elements of credit risk management in Ukraine but today there are only
some of them used appropriately for several reasons. But in Ukraine credit risk should be minimized con-
tinuously at the bank as well as at the legislative level.

Improving the national banking sector is possible in these two directions: on the one hand, a sig-
nificant extension of the basic indicators to a level which would be given thorough description of various
aspects of the client and on the other — this is active use of cash flow analysis, that allows to assess the
borrower’s turnover of funds.

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PRICE DISCRIMINATION

Annotation. The meaning of price discrimination is opened up. The types of price discrimination are
examined, existence of difference between price discrimination and differentiation of products is
underlined, the examples of the use of discrimination under modern market conditions are examined and
the terms of existence of this economic phenomenon are described.

Key words: price discrimination, market, product differentiation, goods or services, conditions, first-
degree price discrimination, second-degree price discrimination, third-degree price discrimination,
segmentation.

Most businesses charge different prices to different groups of consumers for what is more or less
the same goods or services. This is price discrimination and it has become widespread in nearly every
market. This fact determines novelty and topicality of our work. Thus the aim of this article is to consider
price discrimination or yield management that occurs when a firm charges a different price to different
groups of consumers for identical goods or services, for reasons that are not associated with costs. It is
important to stress that charging different prices for similar goods is not pure price discrimination. The
main objectives of this article are:

1. Importance of price discrimination.

2. Price discrimination occurs very frequently.

3. Roughly defined, price discrimination happens when units of the same product are sold at
different prices.

4. Producer’s objective: extract (some of) the consumer surplus.

We must be careful distinguishing between price discrimination and product differentiation.
Product differentiation gives the supplier greater control over price and the potential to charge
consumers a premium price because of actual or perceived differences in quality of goods or services.

In the anthology The Proc and Cons of Price Discriminations this problem was discussed by
some of the world’s foremost researchers. They are: Damien Geradin, Simon Bishop, Yongmin Chen,
Thomas P. Gehrig and Rune Stenbacka, Ann Perrot, David Spector and etc. They determinated that
firms are able to increase its profis if they can be engaged in price discrimination [6]. But under what
circumstances will it be able to charge discriminatory prices? Scientists escaped three conditions that
must be met:

1. The firm must be able to set its price. Thus price discrimination will be impossible under
perfect competition, where firms are price takers.

2. The markets must be separate. Consumers in the low-priced market must not be able to resell
the product in the high-priced market. For example, children must not be able to resell a half-priced
child’s cinema ticket for use by an adult.

3. Demand elasticity must differ in each market. The firm will charge the higher price in the
market where demand is less elastic, and thus less sensitive to a price rise.

There are three major varieties of price discrimination.

First-degree price discrimination is where the firm charges each consumer the maximum price he
or she is prepared to pay for each unit. For example, stallholders in a bazaar will attempt to do this when
bartering with their customers [2, p. 573].

Second-degree price discrimination is where the firm charges customers different prices
according to how much they purchase. It may charge a high price for the first so many units, a lower
price for the next so many units, a lower price again for the next, and so on. For example, electricity
companies in some countries charge a high price for the first so many kilowatts. This is the amount of
electricity that would typically be used for lightening and running appliances: in other words, the uses for
which there is no substitute fuel. Additional kilowatts are charged at a much lower rate. This is electricity
that is typically used for heating and cooking, where there are alternative fuels.

Third-degree price discrimination is where consumers are grouped into two or more independent
markets and a separate price is charged in each market. Examples include different-prices seats on
buses for adults and children, and different prices charged for the same product in the different
countries. Third-degree price discrimination is much more common than first- or second-degree
discrimination [3, p. 191].

Let’s consider some examples.

Firms engaged in international trade often practice selling goods and services at lower prices
abroad than at home. This practice is called "dumping” and is sometimes banned under international-
trade agreements.

Airlines are the masters of price discrimination. They segment the market by pricing tickets
differently for those who travel in peak or off-peak times, for those who are business or pleasure travelers,
and for those who are willing to stand by. This allows them to fill their planes without eroding revenues.

A coffee chain may price regular coffee at $1, but "premium” coffee at $2.50 (where the
respective costs of production may be $0.90 and $1.25). Economists such as Tim Harford in the
Undercover Economist have argued that this is a form of price discrimination: by providing a choice
between a regular and premium product, consumers are being asked to reveal their degree of price
sensitivity (or willingness to pay) for comparable products. Similar techniques are used in pricing
premium alcoholic drinks, for example.

There is segmentation by age group and student status. The most known examples are discounts
in underground for students and pensioners. Because people who live on student wages, and people
who live on retirement generally have much less disposable income.

Employee often have discounts. Discounts that businesses give to their own employees are also
a form of price discrimination.

Many nightclubs feature a "ladies’ night" in which women are offered discount or free drinks, or
are absolved from payment of cover charges. There are also many levels of discounts for regular
visitors. One more example concerns haircutting.

Women's haircuts are often more expensive than men's haircuts which in past times could be
accounted for as women generally had longer hairstyles whereas men generally had shorter hairstyles.
Nowadays men’'s and women's styles are more varied but the price discrimination continues. Some
salons have modified their pricing to reflect "long hair” versus "short hair" or style instead of gender. If we
consider Price discrimination and the public interest we may see, that there is no clear-cut decision, that
can be made over the social desirability of price discrimination. Some people will benefit from it; others
will lose. This can be illustrated by considering the effects of price discrimination on the following aspects
of the market [4].

When we consider those paying the higher price will probably feel that price discrimination is
unfair to them. On the other hand, those charged the lower price may thereby be able to obtain a good or
service they could not otherwise afford: for example, concessionary bus fares for old-age pensioners.
Price discrimination is likely to increase output and make the good or service available to more people
[5, p. 313].

The influence of competition on a firm make it use price discrimination to drive competitors out of
business. On the other hand, it might use the profits from its high-priced market to break into another
market and withstand a possible price war. Competition is thereby increased [3, p. 200].

Price discrimination raises a firm’s profits. This could be seen as an undesirable redistribution of
income in society, especially if the average price of the product is raised. On the other hand, the higher
profits may be reinvested and lead to lower costs in the future. What is more, price discrimination may
allow goods or services to be produced that otherwise would not [6, p. 233].

So, we may conclude that

1. Price discrimination is where a firm sells the same product at different prices.

2. It can be first-degree, second-degree or third-degree price discrimination.

3. Price discrimination allows a firm to earn a higher revenue from a given level of sales.

4. Some people will gain from price discrimination, and others will lose.

A legacy of the financial crisis and subsequent government intervention has been large fiscal
deficits and soaring public debt. A rapid switch to tight fiscal policy risks throttling the recovery, but
continuing deficits are spooking markets. Increasing budget deficits and rising government debts are
likely to entail fierce battles between taxpayers and public-sector workers. So governments are in real
dilemma now. Should public spending be cut or it may be that tax hikes and vice versa ...The aim of the
article is to find out how the answer to these questions will determine the future of the world economy [1].

High public deficits and debts have returned. When times are hard, many people are tempted to
let their credit cards take the strain for a while. And when economies fall into recession, many
governments are happy to let their budget deficits widen, to tide the economy over. Nevertheless, the
major part of the deficit comes from so-called automatic stabilizers: a major fall in economic activity
presses tax revenues downwards and unemployment benefit payments upwards. Only a minor part (not
more than 1 % of GDP) is to be attributed to explicit fiscal measures that were taken with the aim to
produce a recovery in activity.

In all of this, the fact that the current recession is not a normal recession needs to be taken into
account. It is the private, not public sector over indebtedness that is causing a structural weakness in
aggregate demand, growth and jobs. The real issue to be addressed at this moment is not to withdraw
but how to maintain and significantly improve fiscal stimulus so as to help the private sector in reducing
its debts without causing a protracted slump in economic activity.

Plainly, economic growth makes policymakers’ lives much easier. Growth reduces deficits
automatically by increasing tax revenues and cutting spending on unemployment benefits and so forth.
As the economy grows, deficits fall, debts become more sustainable, lightening the adjustment burden
and reassuring investors.

Sensible as this may be, deficits in several countries have increased so much and so fast during
the economic crisis of the past 18 months or so that it is generally agreed that remedial action will be
needed in the medium term. Deficits of 10 % or more of GDP cannot be sustained for long, especially
when nervous markets drive up the cost of servicing the growing debt. When politicians turn to today’s
deficit problems, it is vital that they choose policies that enhance long-term growth prospects. They will
not lack opportunities: in several countries, for example, increases in statutory pension ages and other
reforms that make labor markets more flexible are anyway overdue [2].

Finally, the European Trade Union Confederation warns against the abuse of "exit strategies” to
renew with and even intensify the agenda of "structural deregulation” of labor markets. Policies
consisting of cuts in welfare, wages, public services, job protection have caused high and rising
inequalities. These policies have contributed to the crisis in the first place; they can not get us out of the
crisis. In particular, policy to weaken social security systems by increasing retirement age or cutting
unemployment benefits will spread social insecurity to which workers and citizens will respond by
spending less and increasing precautionary savings. The crisis is not the moment to promote higher
private sector savings rates.

Another point of view is that raising the retirement age, probably to 70, and cutting the public-
sector pension bill will deliver only modest savings in the short run, but will immensely improve the long-
term picture. It will, however, be staggeringly unpopular. The proportion of the population in or nearing
retirement is increasing; and older people are much more likely to vote than younger citizens. Without
reform, however, those apathetic young voters face a crippling tax burden [3].

A big deficit may ease the economic pain in the short term but risks saddling the next generation
with a growth-sapping burden of higher taxes and interest payments.

So, short of debt default or implicit default via inflation, that leaves two other ways of closing the
deficit. Spending must be cut or taxpayers must pay more. Many political battles of the next few years
will be fought on these simple lines, with taxpayers on one side and the beneficiaries of public spending
on the other. One imminent battle will be between taxpayers and public-sector workers.

Experience suggests that governments should focus on spending cuts rather than tax increases.
A National Bureau of Economic Research study of 1996 concluded that “fiscal adjustments which rely
primarily on spending cuts and the government wage bill have a better chance of being successful and
are expansionary. On the contrary, fiscal adjustments which rely primarily on tax increases and cuts in
public investment tend not to last and are contractionary.”

Cutting public spending is, however, a hard slog. Spending on welfare rises automatically in a
recession; pension payments continue to grow as the population ages. When a crisis does occur, the
markets tend to insist on public-expenditure cuts as a kind of test of the government’s machismo. Even
countries that are committed to fully repaying their debts are forced to dramatically tighten fiscal policy in
order to appear credible to investors and thereby reduce risk premia.

It may be that tax hikes, particularly for the better off, are politically necessary to ensure popular
acceptance that pain is being shared. But big tax increases can do economic damage. In the 1990s some
of the more remarkable success stories were associated with countries that reduced taxes in order to
attract business and capital. Ireland, which became known as the Celtic tiger because of its growth rate,
has a corporate-tax rate of just 12.5 % and chose not to raise it when it tightened its belt last year. High-
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tax European governments have complained in the past about competition from countries like Ireland; the
current crisis may lead to more calls for co-ordination of tax policies. Indeed, many countries will be
raising taxes simultaneously, which may reduce the temptation for businesses to shift. Much depends on
where countries start; it should be easier for those with lower tax burdens to increase their take.
European governments have accordingly produced a mix of measures in their austerity packages.
Greece, Ireland, Portugal and Spain have all promised to attack the public-sector wage bill by cutting or
freezing wages or by reducing the number of staff. Greece announced a new round of cuts. But the
packages have also contained tax rises (motorway tolls in Portugal, fuel taxes in Greece) and assaults on
tax evasion [2].

In conclusion the author would like to say that in spite of variety of opportunities to improve
existing economic situation there are two main ways of closing the deficit: spending must be cut or
taxpayers must pay more. With high levels of debt likely to persist for a long time, governments urgently
need a way to commit to credible and sustainable long-run fiscal plans. Experience suggests that
governments should focus on spending cuts rather than tax increases. Nevertheless, cutting public
spending is a hard slog — spending on welfare rises automatically in a recession. On the contrary, tax can
be increased. But big tax enlarge can do economic damage. So setting up the balance between tax
revenue and government spending needs is the main problem, that Governments has faced with and this
balance will substantially determine the future of the world economy.

If there is one thing in business that's inevitable, it's squabbles between co-workers. Put a group
of people together in a high-pressured office for 40-plus hours a week and hostility about missing food in
the fridge and loud telephone conversations is bound to flare up. Usually such minor disagreements blow
over quickly with little or no intervention by the boss. But sometimes, they can spiral out of control,
poisoning the whole office or, in an extreme case, prompting a lawsuit.

The aim of the article is to define the workplace conflicts.

The task of the article is to show some ways to handle with various disputes.

The article is based on scientific works of Michael Roberto, Martha Lagace, Eben A. Weitzman
and Patricia Flynn Weitzman, Richard Arvid Johnson and others. The novelty and topicality of the article
is about dealing with problems in different organizations in conflicts solving.
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Conflict is a natural disagreement resulting from individuals or groups that differ in attitudes,
values, etc. It can also originate from past rivalries and personality differences. Other causes of conflict
include trying to negotiate before the timing is right or before needed information is available [1].

Conflict is not always negative. In fact, it can be healthy when effectively managed. Healthy
conflict can lead to growth and innovation, new ways of thinking, additional management options.

There are four types of managerial actions that cause workplace conflicts. The first is poor
communications — employees experience continuing surprises, they are not informed of new
decisions, programs, etc.; employees do not understand reasons for decisions, they are not involved
in decision-making. As a result, employees trust the "rumor mill" more than management. The second
is the fact that the alignment or the amount of resources is insufficient — disagreement about "who
does what"; stress from working with inadequate resources. The third is a "Personal chemistry”,
including conflicting values or actions among managers and employees, for example: strong personal
natures do not match; we often do not like in others what we do not like in ourselves. The fourth is a
leadership problem, including inconsistent, missing, too-strong or uninformed leadership (at any level
in the organization), evidenced by: avoiding conflict, "passing the buck™ with little follow-through on
decisions; employees see the same continued issues in the workplace; supervisors do not understand
the jobs of their subordinates [2].

There are five steps to managing conflict [3, p. 245; 4, p. 148—-142]:

The first step in managing conflict is to analyze the nature and type of conflict. To do this, you'll
find it helpful to ask questions. Answers may come from your own experience, your partners or local
media coverage. You may want to actually interview some of the groups involved.

The second step is to determine management strategy. Once you have a general understanding
of the conflict, the groups involved will need to analyze and select the most appropriate strategy. There
are such conflict management strategies: collaboration, compromise, competition, accommodation,
avoidance.

The third step is pre-negotiation. To set the stage for effective negotiation, the groundwork must
be laid. The following should occur prior to negotiation. Initiation — one partner raises the possibility of
negotiation and begins the process. If no one is willing to approach the others to encourage them to
reach an agreement, a trusted outsider could be brought in as a facilitator. Assessment — conditions
must be right for negotiation to be successful. Key players must be identified and invited. Each side must
be willing to collaborate with the others. Reasonable deadlines and sufficient resources to support the
effort must exist. Ground rules and agenda — the groups must agree on ground rules for communication,
negotiation and decision making. An agenda of issues to be covered needs to be developed.
Organization — logistics must be established, agreement upon times and places. People must be
contacted and encouraged to attend. Minutes must be taken so that information can be distributed
before and after meetings. Joint fact-finding — the groups must agree on what information is relevant to
the conflict.

The fourth step is negotiation. Interests — when negotiating be sure to openly discuss interests,
rather than stated positions. Interests include the reasons, needs, concerns and motivations underlying
positions. Satisfaction of interests should be the common goal. Options — to resolve conflicts,
concentrate on inventing options for satisfying interests. Do not judge ideas or favor any of the options
suggested. Encourage creativity, not commitment. Evaluation — only after the partners have finished
listing options, should the options be discussed. Determine together which ideas are best for satisfying
various interests. Written agreement — document areas of agreement and disagreement to ensure
common understanding. This helps ensure that agreements can be remembered and communicated
clearly. Commitment — every partner must be confident that the others will carry out their parts of the
agreement.

The fifth step is post-negotiation. Once negotiation is complete, the group will need to implement
the decisions made. Some key steps include:

Ratification — the partners must get support for the agreement from organizations that have a role
to play in the agreement. These organizations should be partners and should have been involved in the
previous steps.

Implementation — you and your partners’ jobs are not done when you've reached agreement.
Communication and collaboration should continue as the agreement is carried out.

Nowadays it’s really hard to communicate with people, especially at work either you are boss or
not. Everybody has his own opinion and everybody can prove his right. That is why ability to solve the
conflicts, to make them useful or to prevent them is very important. Conflict management refers to the
long-term management of intractable conflicts. It is the label for the variety of ways by which people
handle grievances — standing up for what they consider to be right and against what they consider to be
wrong. Those ways include such diverse phenomena as gossip, ridicule, lynching, terrorism, warfare,
feuding, genocide, law, mediation, and avoidance. Which forms of conflict management will be used in
any given situation can be somewhat predicted and explained by the social structure — or social
geometry — of the case.

Workplace Conflict Statistics shows that the typical manager spends 25 — 40 % of his or her time
dealing with workplace conflicts. That's one to two days of every work week. Organizations adopting
conflict resolution processes, like mediation and arbitration, report 50 — 80 % reductions in litigation
costs. Research shows that 60 — 80 % of all difficulties in organizations stem from strained relationships
between employees, not from deficits in individual employee’s skill or motivation [5].
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The results of the research may have practical application in studying and analyzing the
communication problems between people at workplace.

A Communication Process, or Communications Management Process, is a set of steps that are
taken every time formal communications take place in an organization. A Communication Process is a
part of Communications Management and helps to ensure that your stakeholders are kept regularly
informed. For example, as a part of the project life cycle the team implements a Communication Process
to make sure that the entire team is kept informed of the status of the project [1, p. 13].

The Communication Process will help you to: identify the messages that need to be sent;
determine your target audience for communication; decide on your message format and timing; draft
your message and gain approval where required; communicate your message through communications
events; get feedback and improve your communication processes [2, p. 81].

Using the Communication Process you can: clearly identify your project stakeholders; identify
your stakeholders communications needs; run any type of communications event to send out your
message; ensure the right people receive the right information at the right time.

Keeping your stakeholders regularly informed is a critical activity for any team. Whether it's
through status reports, regular meetings or informal email, you can ensure that the right messages are
distributed about the progress of your project. This will help your project team and external stakeholders
to remain focused on delivery and to provide you with all of the support you need to deliver your project
successfully.

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"You cannot overcommunicate when you are asking your organization to change.” Every
successful executive who has led a change management effort makes this statement [1, p. 307].

It is hard to find an organization where employees are completely happy with communication.
Communication is one of the toughest issues in organizations. Effective communication requires four
components interworking perfectly for "shared” meaning: the individual sending the message must
present the message clearly and in detail, and radiate integrity and authenticity; the person receiving the
message must decide to listen, ask questions for clarity, and trust the sender of the message; the
chosen delivery method must suit the circumstances and the needs of both the sender and the receiver;
the content of the message has to resonate and connect, on some level, with the already-held beliefs of
the receiver.

Change management practitioners have provided a broad range of suggestions about how to
communicate well during any organizational changes [3, p. 64].

The author is to offer some recommendations about communication for Effective Change
Management: communicate consistently, frequently and through multiple channels, including speaking,
writing, video, training, focus groups, bulletin boards, Intranets, and more; communicate all that is known
about the changes, as quickly as the information is available; provide significant amounts of time for
people to ask questions, request clarification, and provide input; clearly communicate the vision, the
mission, and the objectives of the change management effort; admit that true communication is a
"conversation”; communicate the reasons for the changes in such a way that people understand the
context, the purpose, and the need; provide answers to questions only if you know the answer; avoid
defensiveness, excuse-making, and answers that are given too quickly; act with thoughtfulness; make
leaders daily when possible to mingle with others in the workplace; hold interactive workshops and
forums in which all employees can explore the changes together while learning more; use training as a
form of interactive communication and as an opportunity for people to explore new behaviours and ideas
about change and change management. Make up a written communication plan to ensure that all of the
following occur within your change management process.

Communication should be proactive. If the rumor mill is already in action, the organization has
waited too long to communicate [4; 5].

So, communication in organization should be effective. This requires not only the right to choose
communication methods but to minimize interference.

Key words: information technologies, four periods, researches, digital computing, IT field.

This article discusses the emergence and evolution of Information technologies (IT). Nowadays,
the term information technology (or IT) is used to refer to an entire industry. Actually, information
technology is the use of computers and software to manage information. It is stressed that in some
companies, this is termed Management Information Services (or MIS) or simply Information Services (or
IS). The information technology department of a large company is responsible for storing information,
protecting information, processing information, transmitting information as necessary, and later retrieving
it in case of necessity [1, p. 21]. The dynamic development of information technologies as well as their
growing importance at the work place, in the classroom, in medicine and in various spheres of our life
make the topic of this article both timely and challenging.

It is acknowledged that today, the term information has developed to encompass many aspects
of computing and technology, apart from becoming very recognizable. IT professionals perform a variety
of duties that range from installing applications to designing complex computer networks and information
databases. A few of the duties that IT professionals perform may include data management, networking,
engineering computer hardware, database and software design, as well as management and
administration of entire systems [2, p. 139; 3, p. 65; 4].

|. Researches distinguish four basic periods of IT technologies development. They are
characterized by the principal technology used to solve the input, processing, output and communication
problems of the time [1, p. 89; 5, p. 25; 6].

Il. Premechanical (300000 BC — 1642 AD). The premechanical age was defined as the time
period when basic input methods were used. This included writing and the alphabet, the development of
paper and pen, books and libraries as permanent storage facilities and the first numbering systems
which included the abacus.

IIl. Mechanical (1642 — 70s of the XIXth century). During this period the first printing press was
introduced. It also gave birth to the term "computer”, simple computing devices and rulers.

IV. Electromechanical (70s of the XIXth century - mid of the XXth century). The
electromechanical age is predominated by the discovery of electricity and its use for communication. This
era gave early beginnings to the telephone, telegraph, Morse code, the first radio and the earliest
electromechanical computing devices — the punch cards.

Electronic (mid of the XXth century — up to the present). The electronic age, which started from
the 1940s and is still in progress, opened up with the introduction of the first computer vacuum tubes.
This period included the conteprorary advances in computing which comprise the introduction of high-
speed processors, operating systems, networking options and communication software [7].

Now, the author switch over to discussing various stages in the information technologies
development. It is stressed by E. Moshkov that at the initial — premechanical stage — of IT development the
following procedures were used: Writing and Alphabets-communication (around 2000 B.C., Phoenicians
created symbols); Paper and Pen — input technologies (about 2600 B.C., the Egyptians started writing on
the papyrus); Books and Libraries: Permanent Storage Devices (religious leaders in Mesopotamia kept the
earliest "books"); The First Numbering Systems (the first numbering systems similar to those in use today
were invented between 100 and 200 A.D. in India who created a nine-digit numbering system; The First
Calculators: The Abacus. This device appeared in 1387 AD) [3, p. 13; 8, p. 111].

The Mechanical Age. The Age of Machinery, witnessed the first information explosion when Johann
Gutenberg invented the movable metal-type printing press in 1450. Also, printing of book indices was
developed as a result of J. Gutenberg'’s invention of page numbers. The first general purpose "computers”
appeared in this period. In reality, those were people who worked with numbers. [1, p. 256]. In the early
1600s, William Oughtred, an English clergyman, invented the slide rule. It is considered to be an early
example of an analog computer. In his turn, Blaise Pascal invented the first mechanical calculator, called
alternatively the Pascalina or the Arithmetique, in 1645. B. Pascal began working on his calculator in 1642,
when he was only 19 years old. He had been assisting his father, who worked as a tax commissioner, and
sought to produce a device which could reduce some of his workload. B. Pascal received a Royal Privilege
in 1649, it granted him exclusive rights to make and sell calculating machines in France. By 1652 he claimed
to have produced some fifty prototypes and sold just over a dozen machines, but the cost and complexity of
the Pascaline — combined with the fact that it could only add and subtract, and the latter with difficulty —
was a barrier to further sales, and the production ceased that year [8, p. 212; 9, p. 102].

One of the first mechanical computing machines was invented around 1642 by Gottfried Wilhelm
von Leibniz (1646 — 1716), a German mathematician and philosopher. In 1671, he began to work out a
machine that could execute all four arithmetical operations, gradually improving it over a number of
years. He was elected to the Royal Society in 1673. It is known that a number of such machines were
made during his years in Hanover by the craftsmen working under Leibniz' supervision. Early in life,
Leibniz documented the binary number system (base 2), which was later used on computers, then
revisited that system throughout his career. He anticipated Lagrangian interpolation and algorithmic
information theory. His calculus ratiocinator contained some elements of the universal Turing machine. In
1934, Norbert Wiener claimed to have found, in Leibniz's writings, a certain mention of the concept of
feedback, central to Wiener's later cybernetic theory [1, p. 234; 10].
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The first programmable computer was Babbage's Analytical Engine. Charles Babbage (1792 —
1871) was a mathematician whose whole life was devoted to automatic calculation. In 1821 he made his
Difference Engine — a machine that evaluated polynomials. It was used to work out all kinds of highly
accurate mathematical tables [7; 8, p. 299].

It is interesting to note that Ada Byron, Lady Lovelace, was one of the most picturesque
characters in computer history. Augusta Ada Byron was born December 10, 1815, the daughter of the
illustrious poet, Lord Byron. She is considered to be the first woman-programmer. She is famous for
creating the description of a computer. The draft of it was later developed by Charles Babbage, while
Ada Byron worked out the first program for the machine [2, p. 315].

The Electromechanical Age. It is underlined that the discovery of ways to harness electricity was
the key advance made during that period. It was stated that knowledge and information could now be
converted into electrical impulses [1, p. 314; 9, p. 118].

The Beginnings of Telecommunication: Voltaic Battery was invented in the late 18th century,
Telegraph was invented in the Early 1800s, Morse Code was developed in 1835 by Samuel Morse. This
code was based on dots and dashes. Alexander Graham Bell made the first telephone call in his Boston
laboratory in 1876. He is said to summon his assistant from the next room [4; 8, p. 356].

Herman Hollerith (February 29, 1860 — November 17, 1929) was a German-American statistician
who developed a mechanical tabulator based on punched cards in order to rapidly tabulate statistics
from millions of pieces of data. He was the founder of the company that later became IBM. After the
1880 census results took eight years to tabulate, a U.S. Census Bureau employee, named Herman
Hollerith, started working to invent the first punchcard-driven adding machine. It reduced the tabulation
time for the 1890 census to a mere six weeks [1, p. 357; 7; 8, p. 370].

It is interesting to note that a punch card or punched card or Hollerith card or IBM card, is a piece
of stiff paper that contains digital information represented by the presence or absence of holes in
predefined positions. Now almost an obsolete recording medium, punched cards were widely used
throughout the XIXth century for controlling textile looms and in the late XIXth and early XXth century.
They were used through the XXth century in unit record machines for input, processing, and data
storage. Early digital computers used punched cards as the primary medium for input of both computer
programs and data, with offline data entry on key punch machines. Some voting machines use punched
cards, too [7; 9; p. 184; 11, p. 167].

Next comes Mark 1. It is the first functional electro-mechanical computer with pedals and
handles. Howard Aiken, a PhD student at Harvard University, built Mark I. It was completed in January
1942. It was built using 765,000 components and hundreds of miles of wire, amounting to a size of 51
feet (16 m) in length, eight feet (2.4 m) in height, and two feet (~61 cm) deep. It weighed of about 10,000
pounds (4500 kg). The basic calculating units had to be synchronized mechanically, so they were run by
a 50-foot (~15.5 m) shaft driven by a five-horsepower (4 kW) electric motor [3, p. 197].

The Electronic Age. It has been stated that the first electronic devices appeared in the early
1940s. As the result, the electronic vacuum tubes were invented by a group managed by George Stibitz
in 1946 [1, p. 254; 2, p. 98; 10].

J. Presper Eckert and John Mauchly. The Eckert—Mauchly Computer Corporation (EMCC)
(March 1946 — 1950) was founded by Eckert and Mauchly, and was incorporated on December 22,
1947. Modern stored-program computer emerged on the the 21st of June 1948, when the University of
Manchester's Small-Scale Experimental Machine, nicknamed the 'Baby’, successfully executed its first
program. Designed and built by F. C. Williams and Tom Kilburn, the Baby kept only 1,024 bits in its main
store, but it was the first computer to store a changeable user program in electronic memory and process
it at electronic speed. In the Early 1940s, Mauchly and Eckert began to design the Electronic Discreet
Variable Computer — the EDVAC [3, p. 213].

An important role in the creation of computers was played by John von Neumann who determined
the basic principals of computer’s architecture. The von Neumann architecture became a design model
for a stored-program digital computer that used a processing unit and a single separate storage structure
to hold both instructions and data. Such computers implemented a universal Turing machine and had a
sequential architecture. The first stored-program computer became the Manchester Mark |. It went into
operation in June 1948. In that very period Maurice Wilkes, a British scientist at Cambridge University,
completed the EDSAC (Electronic Delay Storage Automatic Calculator) in 1949 — two years before
EDVAC was finished. Thus, EDSAC became the first stored-program computer in general use (i. e., not a
prototype) [1, p. 455; 8, p. 392; 9, p. 213].

The First General-Purpose Computer for Commercial Use: Universal Automatic Computer
(UNIVAC). In the late 1940s, Eckert and Mauchly began the development of a computer called UNIVAC
(Universal Automatic Computer). Remington Rand produced UNIVAC. The first UNIVAC was delivered
to Census Bureau in 1951. But, a machine called LEO (Lyons Electronic Office) went into action a few
months before UNIVAC and became the world's first commercial computer [10].

Four Generations of digital computing are distinguished. The First Generation (1951 — 1958).
Characteristics of the first generation are as follows: vacuum tubes serve as their main logic elements;
punch cards are used to input and externally store data; rotating magnetic drums are employed for the
internal storage of data and programs; programs written in a machine language (the assembly language)
require a compiler [1, p. 482].

The Second Generation (1959 — 1963). The main feature of the machines of that period is the
replacement of vacuum tubes by transistors as their main logic elements. Besides, in these electronic
machines crystalline mineral materials called semiconductors could be used to design a device called the
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transistor. Magnetic tape and disks began to replace punched cards as external storage devices.
Magnetic cores (very small donut-shaped magnets that could be polarized in one of two directions to
represent data) strung on wire within the computer, became the primary internal storage technology.
High-level programming languages, e. g., FORTRAN and COBOL were implemented [7].

The Third Generation (1964 — 1979). The main characteristics of this generation are as follows:
individual transistors were replaced by integrated circuits; magnetic tape and disks have completely
replaced punch cards as external storage devices; magnetic core internal memories began to give way to
a new form, metal oxide semiconductor (MOS) memory, which, like integrated circuits, used silicon-
backed chips. By late 1970s there have been developed operating systems and advanced programming
languages like BASIC. It is acknowledged that a new period in the information technology field was
marked by the start of the Microsoft corporation by B. Gates in 1975 [1, p. 493; 9, p. 102].

The Fourth Generation (1979 — up to the Present). The main characteristics of the machines of
the given period are: large-scale and super large-scale integrated circuits (LSls and VLSICs);
microprocessors that contain memory, logic and control circuits (an entire CPU = Central Processing
Unit) on a single chip [5, p. 212].

Of essence and paramount importance for the dynamics of the field are the following facts from
the Fourth Generation: IBM PC was introduced in 1981; The First Apple Mac was released in 1984 [8,
p. 471]; the fourth generation language software products, e.g., Visicalc, Lotus 1-2-3, dBase, Microsoft
Word, and many others; MS Windows appeared in 1983. Windows wouldn't take off until version 3 was
released in 1990. Apple's GUI (on the first Mac) was launched in 1984 [1, p. 542; 3, p. 356].

It is common knowledge, that today, we live in a technology-driven world where ideas and
innovations by far outperform people and machine. And information technologies have become the
driving force of modern time.

This article discusses the emergence and key moment of Grid and Cloud computing. The aim of
this article is to provide a useful definition for readers, who are interested with exploring Grid and Cloud
services as a potential avenue for finding new efficiencies, reducing fixed costs and solving problems at
Internet scale. This article takes a historical and comparative approach to the topic of Grid and Cloud
computing.

Grid and Cloud computing have been one of the most popular research topics in recent years. They
earn increasing attention because they can integrate various geographically distributed and heterogeneous
resources into a single computing platform. Users can access the resources without caring about how many
resources the platform has and where the resources will be located. Cloud computing can be seen as a
natural next step from the grid-utility model. Both need advanced technologies, such as platform,
architecture, service, resource discovery and management, job scheduling, replication, and so on, to
provide, secure, reliable, and efficient resource access behind the platform.

Grid computing is the act of sharing tasks over multiple computers. Tasks can range from data
storage to complex calculations and can be spread over large geographical distances. In some cases,
computers within a Grid are used normally and only act as part of the grid when they are not in use.

The term Grid computing originated in the early 1990s as a metaphor for making computer power
as easy to access as an electric power Grid in lan Foster's and Carl Kesselman's seminal work, "The
Grid: Blueprint for a new computing infrastructure” [1, p. 85].

CPU scavenging and volunteer computing were popularized beginning in 1997 by distributed.net
and later in 1999 by SETI@home to harness the power of networked PCs worldwide, in order to solve
CPU-intensive research problems.

Grid computing links servers, databases, and applications into a "single" large system via
specialized software. These networked components, which may run different operating systems on
multiple hardware platforms, may be physically located in the same building or in various locations
around the world [2, p. 142; 3]. It is assumed that by combining distributed computing resources into a
single system "image," Grid computing creates a virtual computer from which users can access data and
resources as required [3; 4, p. 87].

Like many innovative technologies, it was born within the walls of academic institutions. For
universities involved in large-scale, scientific research and development, the ability to collaborate and
share knowledge and data is crucial, and Grid computing seemed like a good way to enable that.

Many research institutions are using some sort of Grid computing to address complex
computational challenges [2, p. 56].

The main advantages of Grid computing are:

1. High computing speed. Results in productivity gains and efficient IT resource utilization
translate directly into benefits across all industries. For example, researchers in a pharmaceutical
company can more easily share test results and compute research data, thereby reducing the time
required to develop or enhance drugs or achieve other medical advances [5].

2. Processing power. Much more efficient use of idle resources. Jobs can be farmed out to idle
servers or even idle desktops.

3. Low cost. When using Grid system there is no need to buy large six figure symmetric
multiprocessing (SMP) servers for applications that can be split up and farmed out to smaller commodity
type servers. Results can then be concatenated and analyzed upon jobs completion [6].

Each real system has certain disadvantages. Grid-systems have the following disadvantages:

1. You may need to have a fast interconnection between compute resources (gigabit ethernet at a
minimum).

2. Some applications may need to be tweaked to take full advantage of the new model.

3. Licensing across many servers may make it prohibitive for some applications.

Now let’s move on to the origin and development of Cloud computing.

Cloud computing is a general term for anything that involves delivering hosted services over the Internet.

A Cloud service has three distinct characteristics that differentiate it from traditional hosting. It is
sold on demand, typically by the minute or the hour; it is elastic — a user can have as much or as little of
a service as they want at any given time; and the service is fully managed by the provider (the consumer
needs nothing but a personal computer and Internet access)[4, p. 273].

In the early 1990s lan Foster and Carl Kesselman came up with a new concept of "The Grid". The
analogy used was of the electricity Grid where users could plug into the Grid and use a metered utility service.

Cloud computing is said to build on established trends for driving the cost out of the delivery of
services while increasing the speed and agility with which services are deployed. Cloud computing
incorporates virtualization, on-demand deployment, Internet delivery of services, and open source
software [7, p. 179].

IT organizations can choose to deploy applications on public, private, or hybrid Clouds, each of
which has its trade-offs. The terms public, private, and hybrid do not dictate location. While public
Clouds are typically "out there” on the Internet and private Clouds are typically located on premises, a
private Cloud might be hosted at a collocation facility as well [8, p. 65, 9, p. 188].
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The benefits of deploying applications using Cloud computing include reducing run time and
response time, minimizing the risk of deploying physical infrastructure, lowering the cost of entry, and
increasing the pace of innovation [3; 10]. The benefits can be summarized in the following way:

1. Reduce run time and response time. For applications that use the Cloud essentially for running
batch jobs, Cloud computing makes it straightforward to use 1000 servers to accomplish a task in 1/1000 the
time that a single server would require [11].

2. Infrastructure risk minimization. IT organizations can use the Cloud to reduce the risk inherent
in purchasing physical servers. When pushing an application out to the Cloud, scalability and the risk of
purchasing too much or too little infrastructure becomes the Cloud provider’s issue [12].

3. Lower cost of entry. Because infrastructure is rented, not purchased, the cost is controlled,
and the capital investment can be zero.

As any advanced technology Cloud is not free from drawbacks. Depending on the vendor and the
application, you are dependent on them to keep the application up and your data intact.

At the end we can say that this research helps you plan ahead for working with Cloud and Grid by
knowing how they work, how you can resolve issues in cloud and grid computing. Potential consumers’
demands for increased capacities over the Internet present a challenge for the developers. The author
can conclude that Clouds and Grids have a lot in common in architecture and technology, but they also
differ in various aspects such as security, programming model, compute model, business model, data
model and applications.

GRID AND CLOUD TECHNOLOGIES IN UKRAINE

Annotation. The basic concepts Grid and Cloud systems in Ukraine are considered. Their further
development trends are substantiated.

Key words: Grid system, Cloud system, net, supercomputer, space weather research.

The aim of the article is to reveal the basic concepts of Grid and Cloud systems in Ukraine and
examine the trends of their further development. The topic is quite relevant today because technologies
are being developed and of course over time software and hardware require higher and higher powers.
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Conception of ‘Grid’ itself is treated in Ukraine very freely and different opponents mean
different thing when using it: the ones, uniting existing supercomputers into corporative local-territorial
net; the others, giving computing service on supercomputers to separate organizations and users
remotely via Internet or academic net; the others, participation in European scientific projects, in the first
turn, in the field of high energy physics, and connecting to the corresponding European Grid projects.

In Ukraine at resembling start conditions everything looks far more modest: two physical
institutes (KhFTI and ITF) are involved into CERN Grid projects on high energy physics; ITF and KNU
clusters are connected to AliEn-Grid net for serving ALICE experiment for LHC accelerators, KhFTI
centre is connected to CERN net via Russian RDIG (though all these institutes aren’t official partners of
EGEE-Il project, in distinction from Russian physical institutes), several collaborators from
aforementioned organizations formalized access certificates to EGEE resources via the Russian RDIG
due to then absence of National Certification Center; the other Grid projects are also carried out in
Institute of Cosmic Research of NASU-NCAU (on cosmic photo processing) and the Main Astronomic
Observatory of NASU (on astrophysics tasks); Computing resources of clusters of Institute of
Cybernetics of NASU, ITF and Taras Schevchenko KNU are united with the help of NorduGrid software.
By initiative of ITF in April, 2006, NASU there started corporative program ‘Grid technologies
implementation and cluster building in National Academy of Science of Ukraine’, quite different from
Russian RDIG, because it doesn’t wholly take into account nationwide needs and scientific interests of
scientists and organizations that do not work in NASU system [1, p. 76]. It is explained by fact that in
NASU there was an opinion that before pretending to some national tasks, it is necessary to get Grid
practice by creating a working system, and only then to suggest developments in hands for
implementation in the other organizations.

What is done in NASc of Ukraine for Grid [2]:

¢ High Energy Physics;

e Astrophysics and astronomy;

¢ Biophysics and Biology;

o Ecology Monitoring, Analysis and Modeling of Environment.

Grid systems in Ukraine are mostly implemented in Space Weather research. The overall
objective is to build up regional Grid infrastructure for environmental monitoring using data from multiple
sources and high-performance computing.

The Ukrainian Space Weather system is a system designed to obtain, save and transfer space
weather data [3]; provide processing services according to specified methods and models; publish
forecasts, processing results and other end items on the web-portal for the users to view.

The main participants are:

e Space Research Institute NASU-NSAU

SRI NASU-NSAU is the primary developer of the Ukrainian space weather system and as such,
is interested in space weather data, models, methods and standards.

The Ukrainian space weather system is developed according to ISES/COST standards to
facilitate future integration into European regional warning centre (RWC) network [4, p. 33];

o Ukrainian Antarctic Centre

The Ukrainian Antarctic centre (UAC) is a source of valuable space weather data due to its
geographical location, which allows it to gather Magnetosphere data with very little Earth interference [5; 6].

The UAC possesses all the necessary equipment for space weather data observation and
monitoring. At the moment the process of initializing data transfer from Antarctica to Ukraine is under way;

e Geophysics Institute named after S. Subotin;

¢ Institute of Lonosphere of NAS and MES of Ukraine.

Institute estimates height and temporal variations of the ionospheric plasma parameters,
namely: electron density, electron and ion temperatures, ionospheric plasma drift velocity, ionic
composition — oxygen, hydrogen, helium, and molecular ions. The parameters can be obtained with
height resolution of 10 km, and temporal resolution of 1 minute. Using this incoherent scatter radar the
processes in an ionosphere are investigated in quiet period and during magnetic storms, natural
disturbances, during anthropogenic influence on the space environment (including the ionospheric
disturbance, caused by rocket launches) The Ukraine radar is the only facility on middle latitudes in
European region. It includes transmitter and receiver systems and 100-meter zenith parabolic antenna.
Due to the uniqueness, the radar is referred to objects, which represent for Ukraine national pride [7];

o National Center of Space Devices Trial and Control;

o Radio-Astronomy Laboratory of the Crimean Astrophisics;

e Lviv State University of the Life Safety Maintenance.

The system's input are satellite data and data from archives or other SW systems. The system
operates with models, parameters, basic concepts etc. The information is stored at the data archiving
system for both long-term and short-term usage. The processing and forecast is provided by the
processing and forecast subsystem, correspondingly. Finally, the results are presented to the end users
via the visualization subsystem.

The products of the Ukrainian Space Weather system are:

e structured data archives;

e space weather related phenomena models;

« forecast of the main space weather parameters;

e space weather user information.
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Other informational products and services for the decision making purposes include:

Grid interfaces and services will be provided by the means of Globus Toolkit — the most advanced
and de-facto standard framework for Grid computing. It is argued that the integration of computational clus-
ters into Grid system will enable to solve key issues of environmental monitoring in real time.

The overall objective is to build up regional Grid infrastructure for environmental monitoring using
data from multiple sources and high-performance computing.

Now, the country faces an urgent task: starting with the late compared with other European coun-
tries, to establish a National Grid infrastructure, which would take an international audit and, accordingly,
the new requirements to meet the following criteria: to have state support, for example, by incorporating
the project Grid infrastructure in the State program with guaranteed funding, to represent the interests of
all sectors of society (scientists, university personnel, industry, commerce, etc.) have an extensive net-
work with the presence of coordinating regional and resource centers for the operation of basic Grid ser-
vices, monitoring and responding to emergencies, conducting resource accounting and the work done

Development of market relations in the country, their integration into the social and economic
processes cause the phenomena of development of economy and a society. Formation of institute of
advertising became one of such phenomena of social life. Advertising became the major means of the
mass directed influence for various strata of society and certain social groups for achievement of specific
goals by advertisers, initiators of communications — usually this advancement of the goods, services,

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various ideas. The aspiration of certain groups — manufacturers and customers of advertising — to
influence public consciousness and to operate actions of consumers not always achieves the object, and
quite often causes a boomerang effect — advertising can result in uncontrollable consequences. These
consequences, both predicted, and unforeseen, actually, also can make value of social aspect of
functioning of advertising and to be in attention focus. Will these consequences of influence of the
advertising information be socially dangerous for society, for rising generation?

Generally speaking, advertising is the paid promotion of goods, services, companies and ideas by
an identified sponsor. Marketers see advertising as part of an overall promotional strategy. Other
components of the promotional mix include publicity, public relations, personal selling and sales
promotion [1].

There have been increasing efforts to protect the public interest by regulating the content and the
reach of advertising. Some examples are the ban on television tobacco advertising imposed in the USA,
and the total ban on advertising to children under twelve imposed by the Swedish government in 1991.
Tobacco advertising is the promotion of tobacco use (typically smoking) by the tobacco industry through
a variety of media. The tobacco industry also commonly uses sponsorship, particularly of sporting
events. It is one of the most highly-regulated forms of marketing, along with alcohol advertising, and is
banned in many countries [2]. There are also ban on television tobacco advertising in Ukraine. But
magazines and banners contain set of similar advertising about both tobacco, and alcohol.

Though that regulation continues in effect for broadcasts originating within the country, it has
been weakened by the European Court of Justice, which has found that Sweden was obliged to accept
whatever programming was targeted at it from neighbouring countries or via satellite [3].

In Europe and elsewhere there is a vigorous debate on whether and how much advertising to
children should be regulated. This debate was exacerbated by a report released by the Henry J. Kaiser
Family Foundation in February 2004 which suggested that food advertising targeting children was an
important factor in the epidemic of childhood obesity raging across the United States.

In many countries — namely Europe, New Zealand, South Africa and Canada — the advertising
industry operates a system of self-regulation. Advertisers, advertising agencies and the media agree on
a code of advertising standards that they attempt to uphold. The general aim of such codes is to ensure
that any advertising is 'legal, decent, honest and truthful’. Some self-regulatory organisations are funded
by the industry, but remain independent, with the intent of upholding the standards or codes (like the
ASA in the UK) [2].

A related long-term argument, often voiced by certain professional critics — sociologists,
journalists, consumer advocates, and government regulators — is that advertising degrades people’s
value systems by promoting a hedonistic, materialistic way of life. Advertising, they say, encourages us
to buy more cars, more CDs, more clothing, and more junk we don’t need. It is destroying the essence of
our "citizen democracy,"” replacing it with a self-oriented consumer democracy. Critics claim advertising
manipulates us into buying things by playing on our emotions and promising greater status, social
acceptance, and sex appeal. It causes people to take up harmful habits, makes poor kids buy $170
sneakers, and tempts ordinary people to buy useless products in the vain attempt to emulate celebrity
endorsers. Again, they claim advertising is so powerful consumers are helpless to defend themselves
against it. Once again, this argument exaggerates the power of advertising. In fact, most Americans
express a healthy skepticism toward it. One study showed that only 17 percent of U.S. consumers see
advertising as a source of information to help them decide what to buy. Perhaps that’'s why more
advertised products fail than succeed in the marketplace. In Ukraine we have slightly other situation [3].
About 40 percent of Ukrainian consumers see advertising as a source of information to help them decide
what to buy. So we can say more products (especially from abroad) have great success in the our
marketplace.

One of the most common short-term arguments about advertising is that it is so frequently
deceptive. Professor Ivan Preston notes that the essence of a marketplace lies in the willingness of
buyers and sellers to enter commercial transactions. Anything that detracts from the satisfaction of the
transaction produces a loss of activity that ultimately hurts both parties. If a product does not live up to
its ads, dissatisfaction occurs — and in the long term that is as harmful to the advertiser as to the buyer [1].

For advertising to be effective, consumers must have confidence in it. So any kind of deception
not only detracts from the complete information principle of free enterprise but also risks being self-
defeating. Even meaningless (but legal) puffery might be taken literally and therefore become deceptive.
Puffery refers to exaggerated, subjective claims that can’t be proven true or false, such as "the best,”
"premier,” or "the only way to fly.”

Over the years, the public perception of advertising has become very negative. It is seen as a
medium that inherently promotes a lie, based on the purpose of the advertisement — to encourage the
target audience to submit to a cause or a belief, and act on it to the advertising party’'s benefit and
consequently the target's disadvantage. They are either perceived as directly lying (stating opinions or
untruths directly as facts), lying by omission (usually terms or conditions unfavorable to the customer) or
portraying a product or service in a light that does not reflect reality. It is this increased awareness of the
intention of advertising, as well as advertising regulations that have increased the challenges that
marketers face [3].

At the end, the author can conclude that while advertising may legitimately be criticized for author
offering less-thancomplete information and, in some instances, for creating unwanted externalities, it
should also be applauded when it contributes to the validity of the principles of free enterprise
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economics. In most cases, by being a rich information source (albeit not complete), advertising
contributes to the existence of many buyers and sellers and, therefore, to the self-interest of both
consumers and marketers.

It is not a secret that banks are the most important link in the world of money. It is true because,
first of all, banks nowadays perform the main part of the work of transferring money from a customer to a
seller by operating the system of payments in the economy.

The economic situation in Ukraine due to the historic and unprecedented on-going changes in the
country is one of the most interesting fields of analysis and research. The topicality of the research is
based on the fact, that banking system is one of the most important instruments of modern economy.

While studying materials on the banking system in Ukraine we can find many deviations from the
well-established standards of the banking system in Europe and some facts showing that in real life
banks in Ukraine do not follow the laws and regulations. So, the tasks of the article:

1) to define whether the banking system in Ukraine is fully developed;

2) to reveal differences between theory and fact about banking services in Ukraine.

In order to complete the tasks the descriptive and comparative methods are used.

It is a well known practice that families keep savings in banks, which pay an interest rate to them
on their deposits and give them loans to buy expensive goods. Companies make payments through
banks. Commercial organizations, which work at the market and in production, take loans for their needs
and make all payments for buyers and sellers through them. Landowners and owners of real estate take
loans from banks to buy an estate or to make use of it and pay back loaned money.

As we can see, everything in the economy is controlled by money, and banks are a tool-kit for the
economy — controlling the money circulation between firms, depositors and loaners, and offering services
to make that circulation easier for them. Banking services also have a productive nature. Even such a
simple operation as the admission of money on deposits from people and companies involves a huge
productive force. A bank does not just collect money — it converts non-working, unused money re-
sources, to working assets [1, p. 67]. This is also true for credits given to companies and firms for the
development of their productive and financial activity. A healthy and stable economy of any country de-
pends on healthy banking services.

Payment operations in Ukraine are not developed yet. There are almost no payment services for the
private sector. First of all, the reason is that just few shops in the country accept credit cards. The second
reason is that a private person is not allowed to make any transfer payments. Movements of money from a
buyer to a seller take place only by cash, and if someone wants to buy a house or a car he must pay the
whole amount in cash abroad. This is why Ukrainian people almost always pay with cash. It is because they
cannot transfer their money abroad and even pay for their holidays by transfer payments.

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Payment services for companies are also not very convenient for their users. Payment operations
and all money transfers in Ukraine are going through a special branch of the central bank.

Payment operations for companies outside Ukraine are more complicated than anything else in
the bank system. You must sign a contract with a foreign company about buying goods there. Then you
have to show the contract on that bargain to the Customs with all prices and the list of goods purchased.
After they have checked everything they issue a passport and register the number of the transaction. On-
ly after that you are allowed to send an exact amount of money for which you have the passport. After
that you are buying currency. When the money is exchanged you are allowed to give the payment order
to the bank to transfer the money. Then the money goes to the special central bank branch and only after
that it goes to the foreign bank. But the procedure isn’t finished yet. The whole operation takes about 8 —
10 days, including all customs checks. According to the law it has to take you only 3 days when the spe-
cial central bank branch keeps the money, plus the time needed for customs-agencies to check and reg-
ister the documents [2, p. 27]. Thus, it seems that payment operations are set up with the aim of delay-
ing money transfers and of keeping money inside the country. It looks as if all clients just interfere with
the activity of the banks. It may even seem that these banks even behave as if it would be better for eve-
ryone if clients just gave their money to the banks for their needs and would not interrupt their work again
with their requests.

The main aim of the world-wide credit system is to raise investments for the economy of the
country. So, the credit system should attract clients to borrow money from the bank by offering low inter-
est rates and simple procedures. The bank has to invent a means of doing that, because the welfare of
the bank depends on it. In our country, it looks as if our credit system is opposed to a European model of
credit system and is created to scare off all borrowers with high interest rates and the unwillingness of
the banks to give any loans.

The credit system for companies is developed better than that for the private sector. Banks do
not want to issue any loans even for companies because of a high risk of losing money. If a bank lost
money on loans it would be compensated by high profits on the financial market and also by inflation.
"The less, the better" became a slogan of the banks. Now they demand a higher security of loans and a
higher profitableness of projects. To secure their investments, banks have begun to acquire big packag-
es of shares of the companies into which they invest. So, obtaining the loans is limited now but the de-
mand for credit is huge. Companies are experiencing a shortage in current capital and need money for
investments; the private sector is looking for acceptable consumer loans and mortgage loans. Thus, in
this situation even at a high interest rate loans are difficult to get. Banks create their own rules of giving
loans and decide who is worth of the loan and who is not. Now it looks as if banks gave a priority to com-
panies which are involved in trade-intermediary activities. Under the conditions of the currency corridor
the profitableness of import trade operations is relatively high, and the circulation of the money is quick.
Therefore these companies can take short term high interest rates loans. "Privatbank™ gave about 45 %
of its credit resources to such companies. Also, banks still give credits to fuel-power complexes and to
metallurgical companies. To finance these companies "Privatbank” gave up to 30 % of its resources.

Non-traditional operations in Ukraine do not exist at all. Or rather they are written down in regula-
tions for the banks but there is no demand on these services in Ukraine. The reason is that no one trusts
the banks and banks do not want to practice that activity either, because of small profit [3, p. 123].

Inadequacies between Ukrainian and Europe banking systems can be summarised in the
following way (table).

Having analyzed the information the following conclusion can be made. As we can see from the
facts, Ukraine is yet far away from the accepted standards and the real practice of the Ukraine banking
services is different from what it should be according to the Ukrainian law and theory of the banking system.
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A healthy and stable economy of any country depends on healthy banking services. So, we have
to change and develop our banking system.

Nowadays there are a lot of similar products at the market. The modern marketologists use dif-
ferent methods to make consumers interested just in their products. The aim of this work is to present
the manipulation of the prices, exactly, the method of 99-endings [1].

Today's Pittsburgh Post-Gazette features patterned sweaters at Kohl's for $19.99, women's
jeans at Kmart for $16.99 and a turtleneck at Macy's for $8.99. The 99-cent pitch isn't limited to apparel,
of course. There's a Nikon camera at Circuit City for $129.99, a remote-controlled helicopter at Radio
Shack for $69.99 and even humble work gloves at Sears for $14.99 [2].

Psychological pricing show the technique not only influences people's perceptions of prices, but
boosts their buying. In one of the most telling experiments, Rutgers University professor Robert
Schindler and his colleagues did a real-life test with a women's clothing catalog 10 years ago. The cloth-
ing line normally advertised items ending in 88 cents. For the experiment, the researchers divided the
90,000 customers into three groups. One group got catalogs with the traditional prices, one got prices
ending in .00 and one got prices ending in .99. The 99-cent catalog significantly outperformed the .00
one, Dr. Schindler said that recording 8 percent higher sales even though the average price decrease
was only three-hundredths of a percent. Standard pricing formulas says that retailers will get a 20-
percent increase in sales for a 10-percent drop in prices, yet the 99-cent approach generated almost half
as large an increase in sales for a price cut that was minuscule [3].

There are two kinds of consumers: with the "left digit effect” and a "right digit signal.” Manoj
Thomas, a Cornell University business professor, has done experiments with graduate students showing
that the biggest impact of 99-cent pricing comes when it changes the leftmost digit in the price — $19.99
vs. $20, for instance, as opposed to $3.49 vs. $3.50. Dr. Thomas said that this happens because we
read from left to right and we place extra importance on the first number we see. When he asked stu-
dents to compare the prices of $99.99 with $150 and then compare $100 with $150, they rated the gap
between $99.99 and $150 as being significantly larger, even though there was only a penny's difference.

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The "right digit signal” is slightly different, because it tells consumers that the item in question is a bar-
gain [4]. A 99-cent ending makes the price 'feel’ less, Dr. Schindler said that it goes deeper than just ap-
pearances. If you give people two ads for a blouse, one priced at $22 and one at $21.99, people are
more likely to judge the $21.99 item as being on sale. Retailers also look at 99-cent pricing from the op-
posite direction, said Britt Beemer, chairman of America's Research Group, which interviews up to
15,000 people a week to gauge consumer behavior and marketing techniques. Let's say your item is
$49.99 vs. $49. There is no perceived difference for most consumers between the two. The consumer
looks at the dollar number and forgets the righthand digits. Only one of four consumers looks at those
righthand digits. From the seller's standpoint, then, the $49.99 price can yield them almost one extra dol-
lar for each item, with no perceived difference in the price on the part of the buyer [5].

Once it was established, 99-cent pricing became a deeply ingrained part of consumer culture in
the United States and much of Europe, so that retailers that wanted to appear distinctive had to find
ways to vary the 99-cent ending. Boscov's, the chain that recently established a presence in Pittsburgh,
does it by advertising 97-cent endings. And Wal-Mart founder Sam Walton pushed for unusual cents-
endings to his stores’ prices to distinguish them from those at other retailers. Mr. Walton's policy of pro-
moting such prices as $8.44 or $3.17, Dr. Schindler wrote that marketologists may communicate to con-
sumers that no fine tuning was done at all — the prices were cut 'right to the bone.” The 99-cent
approach is not global, however. In his native country of India and in much of Asia, Dr. Thomas said,
consumers are less likely to see such numbers because the governments still set many retail prices [6].

The Drexel University study showed that Polish people who had grown up under the Soviet re-
gime preferred round-number prices to 99-cent ones. The Polish respondents perceived retailers using
99-cent prices as offering them an unfair price and also trying to deceive them. And in China, the re-
searchers stated that 99-cent prices would be acceptable, but woe to the retailer whose prices end in the
unlucky number 4, which phonetically sounds like the word for death. If our culture has taught us that 99-
cent prices equal a bargain, then certain retailers have reason to avoid them like the plague [7].

The Ohio State University study, for instance, found that menu prices at upscale restaurants typi-
cally end in round numbers because that speaks of "quality" more than "discount.” The same thing
shows up at upscale retailers such as Neiman Marcus, where a current designer trunk sale is offering lin-
en pants, tank dresses and cashmere sweaters that all end in fat round numbers. This is all consistent
with the idea that odd prices act as an information-processing reduction, indicating a product is a deal.
"But if you really want a bargain, it's good to remember that just because the price ends with 99 cents, it
doesn't mean it's a really good deal” — Dr. Winer added [8].

Now methods of psychological marketing are actively used in Ukraine. This methods have re-
ceived the greatest development in numerous chains of domestic supermarkets. The authors took some
chains of supermarkets which are located in Kharkov (for example "Class", "Billa", "Target", "Vostorg")
and made the analysis of their prices. As a result of this reseach conclusion has been drawn and it tells
that the method of psychological pricing is the most actively used in Ukraine. To illustrate the previous
words the authors provide the list of the goods (table).

2. This method is used by many world’s companies, in the Internet and in the various catalogues.

3. The Ukrainian companies also start to use actively the described method.

4. After research it has been fixed that the studied method is used in all chains of supermarkets
in Kharkov.
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There are also other methods of influence on the consumer which psychological marketing can
offer, but the offered method is the most effective and convenient in operation, and for the main thing,
the cheapest.
