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The full-scale invasion of Ukraine has presented an urgent need to update local
governance strategies, especially for enforcing financial resilience of local
communities. Territorial communities, as core actors in Ukraine’s decentralized
public administration system, are under increased pressure to maintain fiscal stability

while addressing critical social and infrastructural challenges.
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The concept of financial resilience of a local community includes its ability to
effectively manage resources, maintain a balance between revenues and expenditures,
adapt to changes in the economic environment and anticipate potential risks. This
abstract introduces an interdisciplinary approach to financial resilience using the
archetypal public governance approach derived from Carl Jung’s analytical
psychology and adapted through the work of Mark and Pearson. The analysis focuses
on four key archetypes — Hero, Creator, Caregiver and Ruler — as an interpretive
framework to understand how local authorities and population react under war-related
stress and resource scarcity.

The methodology combines content analysis of strategic documents with
known local good practices, illustrating how communities are responding to
exogenous shocks. The archetypal behavior is based on cases of four Ukrainian local
communities. Trostyanets territorial community from Sumy Oblast exemplifies the
Hero archetype. Following a brief occupation, the community swiftly mobilized
internal resources and restored services with citizen involvement. Its governance also
features elements of the Ruler archetype through centralized budget control and crisis
expenditure planning. Slavutska territorial community from Khmelnytskyi Oblast
demonstrates a hybrid of Creator, Hero and Caregiver archetypes. Strategic
digitalization, social support for IDPs and active community participation illustrate a
resilient and forward-looking financial strategy. Mukachevo territorial community
from Zakarpattia Oblast showcases the Creator archetype. Located in a relatively safe
area, the community emphasizes digital budgeting, long-term planning, and
innovative approaches to public finance. Poltava city community, located near the
conflict zone, 1s a typical Ruler archetype community. It relies on top-down budget
control, centralized coordination and administrative discipline to manage risk and
maintain stability.

These archetypes are rarely found in pure form: most communities implement
hybrid models influenced by history, leadership, and institutional context. The
approach reviewed in this abstract allows for a structured analysis of how local

governments react to crisis situations and how their behavioral patterns shape
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financial decision-making. The findings show that Hero and Ruler archetypes are
vital during immediate crises, providing short-term stabilization. However, for
sustained financial resilience, the inclusion of Creator and Caregiver elements is
essential to foster innovation and inclusive service delivery.

Proposed archetypal approach helps to identify local communities by
governance style, assess risks and design reforms in alignment with local identity,
current needs and level of affection by the full-scale invasion. Further research should
explore hybrid archetypes and refine financial resilience metrics for more tailored

policy recommendations.
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
