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Annotation. This study explores the application of the Balanced Scorecard (BSC) in corporate Sustainable Development (SD)
management against the backdrop of global economic integration and worsening environmental issues. By combining literature
research, case analysis, questionnaire surveys, and expert interviews, it systematically sorts out the internal connections between
BSC and SD theories. After examining the current state of corporate SD in 2025, the study reveals achievements such as the
global corporate renewable energy utilization rate reaching 30%, while also pointing out challenges like climate - related economic
losses exceeding 500 billion US dollars. Two typical cases, Intel (semiconductor manufacturing) and HiSilicon (chip design),
are selected to verify the application effects of BSC in four major dimensions: finance (green return on investment), customers
(environmental protection recognition), internal processes (energy consumption reduction), and learning and growth (employee
training). On this basis, specific implementation strategies for each dimension are constructed, and a BSC implementation path
covering strategic map drawing, data collection, key success factors (top - level leadership and cross - departmental collaboration),
and effect evaluation is proposed. The research shows that BSC can effectively break through the limitations of traditional finance -
oriented management models and provide enterprises with a systematic tool to balance economic, environmental, and social goals
and achieve long - term sustainable development.
