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ONLINE CONFERENCE IN THE PROCESS OF TEACHING ENGLISH

The article examines the role of online conferences as a powerful tool in teaching
English and emphasizes that students' participation in such events not only improves
their language skills, in particular Speaking, Listeningand Grammar, but also acts as
an important motivational factor in the learning process. Preparation for
presentations stimulates students to improve communication skills, develops public
speaking skills and promotes more active interaction between the teacher and
students.

The work emphasizes the importance of thorough preparation for conducting
online events, covering both technical aspects (checking equipment, ensuring a stable
Internet connection) and the content part (structuring presentations, creating visual
materials, planning interactive elements). The article provides a detailed analysis of
the principle of successful conference organization with an emphasis on the
importance of brevity and logic of speeches, the correct use of visualization, the
effectiveness of voice support, and the thoughtfulness of the program dynamics.

Special attention is paid to recommendations for the design of presentations: the
correct structure of the introduction, the main part, and conclusions, a clear outline
of the topic and purpose of the speech, and audience involvement through questions
and discussion. The article emphasizes the need to take into account the peculiarities
of information perception in an online format: the limited concentration of attention
of participants, the need for visual support, and the importance of short breaks.
